ADMINISTRATOR REPORT:  Alan Ausman reports:

· Maintenance: Steve is working on replacing the water heater; replaced the emergency lights in the restrooms; faucet in one restroom replaced; furnace in hallway charged and holding for now 
· Administrative: Working on river wall project; easements sent out; public notices for bids on river wall block; met with Cary Estes of 106 Water Street; permit application submitted for river wall project; river wall project bid notice out next month; post office door; Viox staked river wall project today; applied for and received another Duke Energy grant for a new treadmill
· Zoning: BZA hearing for Skeene property was approved today

 Reported that 8 pounds of freon was put into the HVAC system for the community center hallways and restrooms; Mayor Suter is working on a solution for the damaged post office door; all county requested paperwork for reimbursement of the 314 Third Street has been submitted to the county; there is an ordinance this evening to renew our electric aggregation at a maximum rate of $0.085 per kWh for up to 24 months.
 Mayor Suter noted that he is investigating potential vendors for the ultimate replacement of the HVAC system in the community center. 
 Alan Ausman asked if council was planning on having fireworks this year. Due to successful fundraising and council pay donations, the consensus was to have the fireworks this year.
