 Erica Pursley of the Clermont County Mental Health & Recovery Board presented council with information regarding their upcoming levy renewal request on the November ballot and asked for support. 

ADMINISTRATOR REPORT: Greg Roberts reports
  
· Maintenance: The latest retention wall project is nearing completion; seeking new vendor for the geo-thermal HVAC system in the community center.
· Administrative: Working with the Board of Elections for setting up the gym for election day on November 4, polls are open 6:30am to 7:30pm, the Neville precinct will vote in Moscow this year; NREVSD representatives held an informational meeting on the district’s earned income tax proposal in the gym last Monday evening; website has been updated; ACI software has been accessed.
· Zoning: Permit applications received for 35 Wells St. (fence), 84 Broadway (addition); violation citation for issues at 1787 US 52, met with the property owner this morning, working on a resolution to the issues. 

 Mayor Suter added that the proposed income tax from NREVSD is for 1.25% of all earned income tax reported on your tax return.
 Dennis Cooper noted that there is a movement to eliminate all real estate taxes in the state, which could be voted on in 2026.
 Phil Turner asked if the village could apply for the capitol grant monies without the engineering being completed; response was yes, all that is needed is a cost estimate provided by an engineer.

 Reported that the annual amounts and rates resolution was delivered to the county auditor in September as required. Reviewed the annual liability insurance renewal quote and asked for a motion to approve the renewal.

 Reported that the river wall project is winding down with 12 weeks of construction that was supposed to be finished in 6 weeks; met with the Zimmer owners who indicated it will be another 3 to 5 years before a decision is made on what to do with the property; the road paving project is completed except for the striping; the bridge on Broadway St. is being narrowed with a weight limit of 15 tons by the county engineer; receiving reports of problems going on in the village late at night, do not hesitate to call 911 if needed. There was additional discussion on the wish list for the remaining river wall grant application for the area in front of the park.
