ADMINISTRATOR REPORT:  Alan Ausman reports:

· Maintenance: Door system repaired; Christmas decoration and celebration prep; snow event (dump truck); 5.5 scoops of road salt used; furnace for community center hallway not keeping up with cold temperatures; lift station pump 2 still down, parts are in; treadmill down again 
· Administrative: Working on river wall project; easements sent out; public notices for bids on river wall block; working on permit for river wall project; river wall project bid notice out next month; post office door
· Zoning: BZA hearing for Skeene property still in progress; lots of questions about river property for sale

 Reported that the dump truck took a beating during the snow event but did the job ok; the USPS sent a letter indicating they were going to repair the door and subtract the cost from the lease payment, Emily Supinger sent a letter addressing the situation; Rich Geraci sent paperwork for the next electric aggregation contract, cost will go up around 25% with the rate being 8.11 per kw for 12 months.
 After discussion the consensus was to look for a new treadmill rather than to continue to repair the current one that keeps breaking.
 Mayor Suter asked Alan Ausman to have the HVAC system charged and make note of the date to see how long it lasts before needing additional attention to gauge how we should proceed with the leak in the system. 
 Mayor Suter thanked Alan Ausman and Steve Roark for their efforts during the recent heavy snowfall event.
