In 

this production we explore the theme of sex discrimination 

in the workplace. To prepare for our production students 

created dramaturgical research projects about the time 

period. They explored current day discrimination and 

sexism in workplaces - that still exists. They researched 1979 

pop culture, costumes, props and set designs.

Some of you may not be aware of the hard work that goes 

into a production. Our students make the production 

happen. They hang and focus the lights, they hang TV?s, they 

design and bring in their own costumes and rehearse for 

countless hours. They learn and refine the art of 

collaboration.

Throughout the process, they are supported by teachers, 

parents and volunteers. We could not have reached opening 

night without the support of our community. Theatre is 

family.
