Those conversations are from the 
companion A Way to Garden public-radio show and podcast, which entered 
its 15th year in March 2024, and has won praise from “The Guardian” 
newspaper and multiple medals from  Garden Writers of America.   

About the Host 

Margaret Roach has been writing about gardening for more than 30 years. She was garden editor at “Newsday” news-
paper (one of the country’s largest dailies) and then for Martha Stewart, where she was the first garden editor of “Living” 
magazine and later EVP/Editorial Director of her magazines, books and internet. 

She walked away from a career and “success” to explore personal creativity again. The book she wrote about dropping 
out, “And I Shall Have Some Peace There,” was published in February 2011; her next, a garden memoir and handbook 
called “The Backyard Parables,” in January 2013. 

Since April 2020, she has also written the “In the Garden” column for The New York Times.
