OUR SUNDAY OBLIGATION: During the heights of the pandemic, the Bishops of England & Wales
released the faithful from the requirement to attend Mass on Sundays and other holy days of
obligation. From Pentecost Sunday (5 June) the general requirement to attend Holy Mass in person
is restored; in the words of the Bishops of England & Wales, “the reasons which have prevented
Catholics from attending Mass on Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation no longer apply.”

PRIEST REFERENCE FORMS FOR SCHOOL APPLICATIONS: Now that the Sunday obligation has
been re-instated by the Bishops of England and Wales priest’s reference forms will be completed in
reference to forthcoming Church attendance. In order to ensure fairness and accuracy all parents
who will be applying to Catholic schools for 2023 / 2024 entry (both primary and secondary) will - on
certain Sundays during the year - be asked to register their presence with Fr Matthew after Mass. A
guide on how you can register your family on our system will be included in next week’s Newsletter.

If your son or
daughter has made their First Holy Communion they are eligible to serve at the altar. If they are
interested *please* complete this online form.
