Peter and Paul were given the particular charism to lead and
to teach so that we would not lose our connection with Christ’s teaching and His love which He shared while on earth.
It is an awesome responsibility which every Bishop - and Pope - assumes upon appointment: to faithfully pass on what
is eternal and unchanging (God’s truth and God’s love). Let us pray they all be given the courage and wisdom to do so.
