US Open King Mackerel
Tournament Facts
* The U.S. Open King Mackerel

Tournament is the second oldest
competitive king mackerel fishing
tournament in North Carolina. It
began in 1979 and has been held
annually on the first weekend in Oc
tober since that time. It is the largest
king mackerel tournament on the
East Coast. U.S. Open King Mack-
erel Tournament celebrated its 45th
Anniversary in 2023.

* Total purse for the 2021 tourna-
ment was over $423,600 in CASH
and $412,086 in 2023.

* All Prizes in the U.S. Open King
Mackerel Tournament are guaran-
teed. We do not base payout on num-
ber of boats that participate. Howev-
er, in 2023 the tournament Board of

Directors voluntarily increased the
payout over $19,000 by paying an

* 561 boats entered the 2021 US

* In 2009, the U.S. Open captured
the title of largest king mackerel
tournament on the East Coast and
possibly the nation with 453 boats.

* In 2021, participants came from 9
different states - including North
Carolina, Florida, Georgia,
Maryland, New York, Ohio,
Pennsylvania, South Carolina,
and West Virginia. There were 151
different cities represented from
North Carolina.

e Almost 300 boats entered the
1999 U.S. Open after it was post
poned from its October date to late
November due to Hurricane Floyd.
305 boats entered the 2010 U.S.
Open after it was postponed due to
a unique rain event.

* Southport-QOak Island Area Cham-
ber of Commerce officials estimates
the economic impact of the U.S.
Open King Mackerel Tournament is
well over $2 million dollars.

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Military Ocean Terminal Sunny Point F

ilitary Ocean Terminal

Sunny Point (MOTSU)

is one of the largest mil-
itary terminals in the world. It serves
as a transfer point between rail,
trucks, and ships for the import and
export of weapons, ammunition, ex-
plosives and military equipment for
the United States Army and is op-
erated by the 596th Transportation
Brigade.

The terminal lies between the
small town of Boiling Spring Lakes,
North Carolina, and the Cape Fear
River a few miles upstream of Fort
Johnston (North Carolina) and the
small city of Southport, North Car-

olina.

Built in 1951 and opened in 1955,
the facility is situated on an Ar
my-owned 8,500-acre (34 km?2) site
on the banks of the Cape Fear Riv-

er in Brunswick and New Hanover

counties of North Carolina approx-
imately 16 miles (26 km) south of
Wilmington, North Carolina. An
additional 2,100 acres (8.5 km2) was
set aside on Pleasure Island (location
of Carolina, Kure, and Fort Fisher
beaches) as a buffer zone around the

facility.

Visitor Spending in
Brunswick County Increases by 7.5
Percent to $1.17 Billion

omestic and international

visitors in Brunswick Coun-

ty spent $1.17 billion in 2023,
an increase of 7.5 percent from 2022.
Brunswick County ranked No. 6
among the North Carolina’s 100
counties in visitor spending in 2023.
This data comes from an annual
study commissioned by Visit North
Carolina, a unit of the Economic
Development Partnership of North
Carolina.

“We're pleased to announce the
continued growth in the economic
impact of visitor spending in Brun-
swick County. The data released by
Visit North Carolina highlights just
how important tourism is to the
county’s economy,” stated Whitney
Sauls, chairperson of the Brunswick
County Tourism Development Au-
thority. “The money visitors spend
in our county helps to support small
businesses, creates jobs, and gener-
ates funds for beach renourishment.”

Brunswick County tourism
impact highlights for 2023:

e The travel and tourism industry
directly employed more than 5,595
people in Brunswick County, up 6
percent from 2022.

* Total payroll directly generated by
the tourism industry in Brunswick
County was $230.5 million, up 8
percent from 2022.

e State tax revenue generated in
Brunswick County totaled $35.5
through state sales and excise taxes,
and taxes on personal and corporate
income. About $48.4 in local tax
es were generated from occupancy,
sales and property tax revenue from
travel-generated and travel-support
ed businesses.

* Each Brunswick County resident
saved $524.97 in state and local taxes
as a result of visitor spending in the
county.
