
43rd Anniversary U.S. Open King Mackerel Tournament
 The 43rd Annual U.S. Open 

King Mackerel Tournament 
is right around the corner. 

This year’s tournament will be Sep-
tember 30th - October 2nd at Brun-
swick County’s Dutchman Creek 
Park. The U.S. Open is one of the 
largest king mackerel tournaments 
on the East Coast of the United 
States and part of the SKA (South-
ern Kingfish Association) Tourna-
ment Trail.  In 2020, the tourna-
ment attracted 521 boats and paid 
out over $359,775.  The Tournament 
has an all cash guaranteed prize 
structure that is not based on partic-
ipation numbers. It pays 55 places in 
its primary prize category including 
$25,000 for the largest king macker-
el. There are also thirty-six sponsors 
such as the Grand Patron sponsors, 
BEMC, Curtis Stokes & Associates, 
Dutchman Creek Bait & Tackle, 
Garmin, Hamilton Realty Group 
EXP Realty and Mosquito Joe of 
Southeastern NC with 27 more who 
add supplementary cash prizes to the 
event. 

Two notable prizes include the  
Daily Aggregate Weight Prizes, 
Senior Angler and Junior Angler 
Awards. The Daily Aggregate Weight 
Prizes are sponsored by Sea/Tow 
and Dosher Memorial Hospital. 
Each day a $1,000 Aggregate Prize 
will be given to the boat that catches 
the most poundage from combining 
the weights from two or three fish. 
The Aggregate Prize will be part of 
the Primary Prize Category.

The tournament organizers, the 
Southport-Oak Island Area Cham-
ber of Commerce recently an-
nounced its location change from 
the Southport Marina.  The South-
port Marina is open (fuel and tran-
sient docks have opened) but dock 
reconstruction continues from 
damage sustained during Hurricane 
Isaias in 2020.  The marina may be 
fully restored soon but it will not be 

ready to host this year’s tournament. 
The tournament hopes to return to 
Southport Marina in 2022.

The Captain’s 
Meeting will be held in person and 
virtually on Thursday, September 
30th at 7pm at Dutchman Creek 
Park or on www.usopenkmtlive.
com  It is strongly advised that all 

captains tune in or at-
tend this meeting, as any 
rule changes or necessary 
clarifications will be an-
nounced at the meeting.

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If you’ve been considering an en-

If you own your home served by 
the cooperative, receive a monthly 
electric bill and have two years of

service with a good payment history, 
the loan process is simple.

Detectives with the Brun-
swick County Sheriff’s Of-
fice, along with many other  

areas across the state and nation, 
have seen an increase in the larceny 
of catalytic converters.

What is a catalytic converter?

Catalytic converters are located in 
the exhaust system of a vehicle be-
tween the engine and the muffler, 
and they are one of the last lines of 
defense against air pollution from 
vehicles. They use ceramic-coded 
beads and various precious metals 
(the catalysts) to convert pollutants 
like unburned gas and nitrogen ox-
ide into harmless gases, according 
to cars.com. Thieves target catalytic 
converters because they contain pre-
cious metals, like platinum, palladi-
um or rhodium that are valuable to 
metal dealers.

How can I protect my vehicle’s cat-
alytic converter?

Detectives suggest several deter-
rents for protecting catalytic convert-
ers.
• park in a garage if possible
•	park in a well-lit area
•	install a camera system at your 

home or busi-
ness (make 
sure camera 
is operational, 
make sure the 
vehicle and 
surrounding 
areas are in 
view of the 
camera)
• consider having your catalytic con-
verter welded to the vehicle’s frame 
(contact a professional)
•	consider a catalytic converter lock 
or “cat lock”
• engrave the VIN or owner applied 
number (OAN) on the catalytic  
converter, or paint it a bright color 
(contact a professional)
• register your catalytic converter

The “Are you OK?” Service is a 
FREE telephone reassurance 
service designed to enhance 

the quality of life for older adults, 
or adults with disabilities, who live 
alone or who are at risk of sudden 
illness, falls, accidents, and/or social 
isolation.

How The Service Works
The “Are You OK?” system makes 
daily computer generated calls to 
subscribers at their pre-determined 
time each day, seven days a week, 
365 days a year. If the subscriber is 
okay, they simply hang up the phone 
after hearing the pre-recorded mes-
sage. The computer assumes the 
subscriber is okay if they answer the 
telephone.

If the subscriber does not answer 
the phone, it will alert the Sheriff’s 
Office and someone will try to make 
contact with that person or key hold-
er to check on the subscriber. If they 
cannot make contact, a law enforce-
ment officer will be dispatched to 
their residence.

If the subscriber is not going to be 
home at the time of the call (out of 
town, doctor’s appointments, etc.), 
they will be asked to call a special 
number to leave a message indicat-
ing they will not be home.

It is important to note that “Are 
You OK?” is not intended to take the 
place of Lifeline, Lifephone, or any 
other service that one might current-
ly be utilizing. In fact, we urge people 
to use those services in addition to 
“Are You Okay?”.

Service Registration
Anyone interested in signing up for 
“Are You OK?” is asked to fill out a 
short form which includes person-
al, medical and other information 
which law enforcement may need in 
the event of an emergency. It is also 
required that subscribers provide at 
least two people (such as a relative or 
neighbor) that possess keys to their 
residence in the event that law en-
forcement officers need to enter the 
residence to check on the subscriber.

All information will be kept confi-
dential and secure at the Brunswick 
County Sheriff’s Office. A waiver of 
liability is also required to be com-
pleted and signed.
