HOW TO USE THE SEED LIBRARY 

THIS SEED LIBRARY IS FREE PROGRAM SPONSORED BY THE MORGAN COUNTY 
LIBRARY & THE MORGAN COUNTY MASTER GARDENER ASSOCIATION.  


WE HAVE “EARLY” SEED IN THE LIBRARY LOBBY SUCH AS TOMATO, PEPPER AND 
“GREENS”.  THIS IS SEED THAT NEEDS TO BE STARTED INDOORS OR PLANTED IN 
EARLY SPRING OUTSIDE.  BEAN, SQUASH, MELON AND MOST FLOWER SEED 
SHOULD BE PLANTED AFTER THE LAST FROST IN MORGAN COUNTY.
