As I tore into the box, layer upon layer of edible treats dazzled 
my eyes and lay neatly ordered between sheets of wax paper. Elmer and I stood on the side 
of the road, in a heavy snowfall, devouring my mom’s homemade fudge, candied walnuts, 
divinity, dried fruits and cookies of all kinds. Then, as quickly as he’d arrived, he was gone. It 
strikes me that the simplest gifts I’ve received are the ones I cherish…a stranger’s kindness 
by way of my parents, and a long empty highway across the high plains in winter. May your 
travels be safe and memorable this holiday season, and may your home always be here with us.
