PONTE VEDRA’s SPRING GAME A WINNER VS RIVERSIDE


Stats:  Ponte Vedra vs Riverside

Ponte Vedra concluded their Spring football season on a winning note with a convincing 36-18 victory over Riverside.  As one might come to expect for a springtime game with many newcomers vying for playing time, each team committed a myriad of mistakes, but the Sharks left little doubt that the better team won.  The Sharks scored in many assorted ways in the contest: two passing TDs, a rushing tally, a pick six returned 90 yards, a pair of field goals by Noah Ash, and even a safety in the 36-18 victory over the visiting Generals.
The Sharks mixed up the running game with some slick passing by Carter Sole while the defense showed some early promise and depth as 28 difference Sharks were credited with a defensive play.
Carter Sole, in less than a halftime of play, completed 12 of his 15 passing attempts for 157 yards and two touchdowns.  Tucker Henderson, a returning wide receiver starter from last season had a monster receiving game for the Sharks.  Henderson caught 12 passes for 141 yards and a TD. Although statistics from this game will not be recognized, Henderson’s dozen catches are second only to 13 grabs by Corri Russi in 2014. One record that would have been broken if it was a regular season game was an interception by Chace Tilly in the second half that was returned 90 yards for a TD, well above the official mark of 65 yards set by Chase McCormick in 2017. Tilly’s pick was one five interceptions by the Shark defense in the contest while PV’s aggressive defense caused three sacks, highlighted by a tackle in the end zone by Alex Urdzik for a safety.
Alex Winkles took up where he left off from his outstanding season in the Fall as he led all rushers with 94 rushing yards that included a 15-yard TD.  The other TD was scored by Bode Averdick whose 13-yard TD reception was the game’s first score. Noah Ash showed why he is rated as one of the nation’s top kickers with a pair of field goals, the longest good from 50 yards.
