Great Britain appointed a commission under the

approval of the League of Nations to settle the issue.
The Commission again reaffirmed the status quo, and
Jordanian forces occupied the West Bank. On the
evening of the 10th of June, 1967, three days after the
Six Day War, 650 residents of the Moorish Quarter
were told to vacate their homes on short notice.
Workers guarded by soldiers first demolished a public
lavatory, and then the remaining buildings, which
included 135 houses of the same size. With the removal
of Moors from their homes, their plight seems to have
been forgotten as the occupation spread to the present
Palestinian conflict.
