The account of the temptations could be presented as a comical play. Pope Francis insisted, “Don’t
talk to the devil!” Indeed, Jesus does not engage in dialogue with Satan, much less any negotiation or any
business. Stones become bread? Jesus may have fasted for forty days, but he’s had plenty to eat—"“every word
that comes forth from the mouth of God” (Matthew 4:4). Nor will Jesus “test™ his Father by jumping off the
“parapet of the temple” (like the bell tower of a gothic church). (See Matthew 5-7.) You don’t play God, and
you don’t play with God. Satan really beclowns himself with the last temptation—promising the whole world
if Jesus would just take a knee? No one would fall for that, would they?

Except—most of us. We’d do the bread; we’d do the jump; we’d definitely do the world! Look at the first
reading, from Genesis. Adam and Eve give up paradise for a piece of fruit! It’s a sad story because Eve
does chat with the serpent, answering questions, allowing for a different point of view. But, as they say on
Facebook, Satan “destroys” her! And Adam, too. If they didn’t sew fig leaves for each other, the whole story
would be unbearable. Even as they realize their sin, there is a little tenderness.

Saint Paul explains it clearly. Sin entered the world, but with Jesus Christ, there is an “overflow” of grace
