Discussion Topic:      

• The meaning of numbers:1   

o Thirteen:  WoW2 is officially 13 years old now.  Thirteen is the “Number of 
Rebellion, Backsliding, Apostasy [abandon or renunciation of a belief].  It 
is also the “Number of Double Portion.”   

o Fourteen:  Fourteen is the “Number of Passover.” 

o What does all this mean?  As we approached our 13th anniversary, we 
were very conscious to not walk in rebellion, backsliding, or apostasy, but 
to speak double portion blessings over our lives.  This year, Passover 
represents freedom from slavery.  It’s when the Israelites commemorate 
their exodus from Egypt.  It was the lamb’s blood on the doorpost that 
spared them from the plague.  Now, it’s the blood of Jesus, the Lamb of 
God, that spares us from slavery to sin.  Therefore, we believe, this year, 
we will be set free from the areas we are stuck in now!   

• Questions we answered:  Since the discussion was too personal to share, I am 
including the questions for anyone who wants to join us in this journey.  

o Where are we stuck?  

o What’s holding us hostage there? 

• Revelation:  There is a difference in being defiant and walking by faith.  
Sometimes, we can ask someone for help, but we know the help they are 
offering does not line up with what the Lord has spoken to our heart, so we obey 
God.  That’s walking by faith.  Defiance is when we choose not to obey because 
it’s not what we want to do EVEN though it lines up with what we know to be true

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from God (either His written or His spoken Word).  Takeaway.  Walk by faith, but 
not in defiance!  

• Application:  In order to get unstuck we have to ask ourselves what do we 
believe about that situation as compared to what does Scripture say about it.  
Then, to get the understanding we need from our head to our heart, we have to 
hear that Scripture, believe it, and speak it to deposit it into our heart.       

Homework.  Each one of us had something to do from our personal revelations to 
follow up on.   
 
Closing:  We closed our meeting in with a time of worship and need-specific prayer for 
the challenges that were lifted up, for the group overall, and as the Holy Spirit led.
