1.  Sign In/Out – Parent’s must sign their full name in our on-line Kinder Connect Sign In/Out Tablet every day.  The Department of Early Learning does periodical inspections of our daycare and will charge a $75 fine per non-full signature; this fee is the parent’s responsibility!  Prior written authorization is required for anyone not included on the registration forms to pick up your child.                                                      __________                                                                                 
2.  Registration Fee – An annual $150 non-refundable Registration Fee is due on September 1st to cover administration costs and enroll your child each year.  This fee will be pro-rated to $15 a month if enrolling in any month other than September.  __________                                                  
3.  Monthly Payment –Monthly Fee is paid in advance of daycare service and is due on the 1st of each month.  Payments are made through a bank app called Zelle, using our cell phone number 4252453302.  A $15 late fee will be charged per day.  If you choose to pay by check a $75 NSF Fee will be charged for any returned checks.  Parents are responsible for any other bank charges incurred due to their NSF.  Payment is due regardless of child’s attendance.                                                                        __________
4.  Vacation – Our daycare will close for 2 weeks in July or August for our Summer Vacation.  And one week for Christmas.  Exact dates will be posted the end of January.  Parents are responsible for finding alternative care during this time.  Our vacation is included as part of our daycare fee.  If you leave our daycare before our vacation, we will pro-rate this fee using the following formula:  Monthly Fee $_______ divided by 12 months divided by 2 weeks vacation X ______#months from enrollment to child’s last day.  We also take all National Holidays and 2 paid personal days (for Easter) throughout the year (see flyer for exact dates).                                                                    __________               
5.  Termination - All new children are subject to a 30-day trial period.  Parents will be notified if the child is not adjusting to the daycare program and every attempt will be made to resolve the problem.  We reserve the right to terminate daycare services with one month notice and we require a one month notice from parents as well.            __________            
6.  Illness – Children who are ill (temperature over 100.4), vomiting, diarrhea, earache, excessive coughing, a draining rash, pink eye, or draining from the eye will not be accepted for care.  Child must be fever-free for 24 hours before returning to daycare.  If signs of illness develop during the day, we will contact you and expect you to pick up your child promptly.  See Covid-19 guidelines for testing and returning to child care.  Immunization records must be kept up-to-date.                                       __________
7.  Medication – Medication, including sunscreen and diaper cream, can only be administered with the parent’s written permission.  Please do not leave medicine in the child’s cubby.                                                                                                     __________
8.  Clothing – Please bring a couple extra sets of clothing for your child that can stay in their cubby until needed.  Clothes should be appropriate for the weather and replaced as needed.                                                                                                           __________
9.  Diapers – Parents supply the diapers; we will supply the wipes.             __________
10.  Infant Feeding – We will agree with parents on a feeding schedule.  Bottles need to be prepared at home and brought to the daycare daily.  Plastic bottles must not contain the chemical bisphenol-A or phthalates (BPA).  Please label all bottles with child’s name and date.                                                                                        __________
11.  Potty-Training – Potty-training will begin only when child shows signs of readiness and with the consent of the parent.  Parents need to initiate the process at home first.  We will work together for the success of the child.  Parents will be responsible for supplying pull-ups, training pants, and extra clothes.  Children learn faster when they are able to independently pull up and down their own pants (sweats pants or pants with elastic waistbands work best).                                                                        ____________
12.  Visiting – Parents are always welcome to visit our daycare during business hours.  Children feel special when families get involved.                                             __________
13.  Birthdays – Birthdays are a special time for children.  We celebrate by making the birthday boy or girl feel really special!  Parents can supply treats (we recommend healthy snacks, like fruit roll-ups, yogurt, or juice popsicles… but cupcakes and cookies are also acceptable).  All treats must be store bought in original containers, as we are not allowed to serve food prepared by other parents to children who are not their own.  Let us know how you’d like to celebrate your child’s special day.  Parents are always welcome to join in.  We celebrate all day, but the treats are handed out around 9:45am. _________                                                                                                                                                   
14.  Emergency Supply Kit - We require a 3-day supply of water, food, clothes, and if applicable, medicine, formula, and diapers for your child.  We recommend the “Ready America” supply kits.  These pre-bought kits have an expiration date of 5 years. 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                     What Our Program Does For Parents
We provide safe, quality, and loving care for your child.  We have set up a learning environment that is developmentally appropriate for all the children in our care.  Parents have peace of mind knowing their child is playing happily and learning social and academic skills while they are at work.
We keep parents informed of their child’s day, the skills we're working on, and any behavioral issues we're having.  We encourage parents to share any ideas they have to help their child learn new skills, or feel more welcome in our daycare.  We share successes they’ve accomplished, like in potty-training, or learning to write their own name, or sharing with their friends.  We listen to concerns that parents may have for their child and pass on our experience and any resources or referrals that may be helpful.

We may have to supplement their lunches with USDA CACFP requirements for each meal, such as adding fruits or vegetables if they are not included.  We communicate to parents on how well their child is eating, their likes and dislikes, and any injuries and concerns they get while playing in our daycare.   

We establish good relationships with all our families.  We keep all children’s records private and confidential.  We work with parents for the success of their child.  Parents are always welcome to visit and get involved in our program.
