He holds BME and MMA
degrees in music education and music supervision from Central Michigan University and completed graduate
studies at James Madison University, where he served as a marching band graduate assistant.

During his 18 years with Flushing Community Schools, his ensembles earned consistent First Division ratings,
and the Raider Marching Band won three Michigan state titles, five Bands of America regional champion-
ships, and was a three-time Grand National Finalist. He was named MSBOA District 3 Teacher of the Year and
inducted into the MCBA Hall of Fame.
