The Nation

Abay Kunanbaev was born on 10
August 1845. His place of birth is
the bottom of the Chingiz
Mountain in the today's Abai
district. He was a well-known
Kazakh poet, a teacher, educator,
- the founder of written Kazakh
literature, the Kazakh literary
language, philosopher, musician,
translator, political figure,

a reformer who aimed to renew Kazakh culture by
approaching Russian and European culture, relying on
Islam for his liberal views. In his poetic works, Abai
focused on the social, public, and moral problems of the
Kazakh people.

Abai started writing poems at the age of 10 ("Who
came to chase the camel..."). In addition, his earlier
poems are "Yuzi-raushan", the second is "Fizuli,
Shamsi, Saikhali". Poems "Line, line, happiness",
"Sharipke", "Abralyga", "Goodness", "Ken Zhylau"
were written in 1870-80 years. His great work, which
showed his poetic power, was "Kansonard" in 1882.
However, only after reaching the age of forty, he
became seriously interested in fiction, developed his
attitude, and understood the influence of the art of
speech on the people's consciousness. His works unfold
in three systems: one is his original poems; the second is
his prose called ghakliya (or Abai's «Kara Sozder»); the
third - poems translated from other languages, especially
from Russian.

The heritage he left his nation is rich in songs and
poems, translations and prose. His translations of the
poetry written by Russian writers and poets such as
Pushkin, Lermontov, and Krylov became the national
patrimony of Kazakhstan. He translated the works of
Schiller, Goethe, and Byron into Kazakh language.

«Kara Sozder» [Book of Words] (prose) created by
the great thinker constitute an ethnic philosophical
work. This creation of his is an exploration of Kazakh
national life in the second half of the 19th century. He
influenced social affairs in the country where he lived.

He also participated in the governing of the country
and played a certain role in trying to solve complicated
problems justly.

The name of Abai is known worldwide just as
Shakespeare, Goethe, and Pushkin are well-known in
many countries, because his great words became a
spiritual patrimony of not only one nation, but of the
entire humankind.

Abay's main contribution to Kazakh culture and
folklore lies in his poetry, which expresses great
nationalism and grew out of Kazakh folk culture. Before
him, most Kazakh poetry was oral, echoing the nomadic
habits of the people of the Kazakh steppes.

During Abay's lifetime, however, a number of
important socio-political and socio-economic changes
occurred. Russian influence continued to grow in
Kazakhstan, resulting in greater educational possibilities
as well as exposure to a number of different
philosophies, whether Russian, Western or Asian. Abay
Qunanbayuli steeped himself in the cultural and
philosophical history of these newly opened
geographies. In this sense, Abay's creative poetry
affected the philosophical thinking of educated Kazakhs.

Moreover, he occupies a prominent place in our
national history and literature. The great thinker laid the
foundations of Kazakh national written literature. Abai's
name stands alongside Shakespeare, Pushkin and Goethe
in the literature of the world's peoples. The rich literary
heritage of the poet is considered a spiritual treasure not
only of one people, but of the whole humanity. In
Kazakhstan, the name of the great Abay is given to
many settlements and streets, to the Almaty National
University, to the State Academic Opera and Ballet
Theater in Almaty.

BAS KARYN
This is for special guests. It can be served instead
of the usual meat (Beshparmak). It is prepared from
lamb. The name is given due to the composition of
the food. Meat and belly are cooked in their own fat
for several hours. You can add onion, bell pepper,
potatoes..

| ULPERSHEK
This is a very special dish, and was not available for
many people. A horse's heart is very strong even after
cooking. Therefore, in order to soften it a little, he
squeezes out the blood, cuts it in several places, and puts
it in a bag filled with salt and flour. It should be stored in
a cool place for a month.

KUYRDAK
Everyone knows that kuyrdak is only a food prepared by
mixing meat and intestines when slaughtering animals at
home. And the method of preparation of this honey-fry is
different. The taste of lamb stew mixed with sour cream
is very delicious.

After the hot food
is ready, it is covered with thinly kneaded bread. It takes
about 5 minutes to cook.

There is information that this food
was invented by the Kazakhs of Central Kazakhstan

ZHONKA
Another type of Kuyrdak can be prepared from any
meat. The main thing is to freeze it well before cooking.
When necessary, the meat should be rubbed well, cut
into slices and fried. After that, the taste of the meat will
be amazing. The appearance of the food itself gives a
special appearance.

KOMBE

This type of food is made by burying it in coals. They
light a fire in the hearth in the big field and hang the legs
of the sheep on it. After about two hours, the food will
be ready. Kazakhs often used it, especially during the
nomadic era. Not only for themselves, but also for
people who were traveling far away and lost their way.
