He just pulled them out this past weekend and was happy to see
that there were no zebra mussels in Spring Lake!.

We also put a ladder in Prior Lake to see how many zebra mussels would
attach to it. As you can see the ladder in Prior Lake was covered in zebra
mussels.

ladders will be given to the Spring Lake Association so they can be used
next year.

Plates: 1/8" thick gray PVCcut
into four 6”x 6” squares, with
5/8” holes drilled in the center

Shaft: 1/2” diameter
PVC, 6” long (goes
over eyebolt and
under spacers)

Cap: 1/2” diameter
PVC cap, with
13/32” hole drilled
in center

Nylon rope for
hanging sampler:
about 3 feet long

Eyebolt: 3/8” diameter x
8” long, stainless steel
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Spacers: 3/4” diameter
PVC cut to three 1”
lengths

Nut and washer
