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Staten Island Head Start serves Community Districts 1 and 2, with the greatest concentration of need located on the North Shore (Community District 1).  Data show a significant population of children under age 5 who are income-eligible for Head Start and Early Head Start, particularly in ZIP Codes 10301, 10302, 10303, 10304, and 10310.  A substantial number of families experience economic hardship, as evidenced by high rates of SNAP participation, cash assistance, SSI receipt, and foster care involvement.  An estimated 1,066–1,333 children under age 5 live in temporary housing, indicating housing instability across the service area.

Birth data confirm a steady pipeline of infants and expectant mothers, with Community District 1 consistently showing the highest number of births.  Perinatal data also reveal elevated rates of Medicaid/self-pay births, late or no prenatal care, and teen pregnancy in several North Shore ZIP Codes.  Many elementary schools in the service area have poverty rates exceeding 75 percent, underscoring the need for early intervention prior to kindergarten entry.

Based on the data, the following priority needs have been identified:

1. Expanded Access to Early Childhood Education.  Additional Head Start and Early Head Start slots are needed, particularly in Community District 1, to serve income-eligible children, children experiencing homelessness, and children involved in foster care.
2. Housing Stability and Family Support.  High rates of temporary housing indicate a need for strong family advocacy, case management, and referrals related to housing, benefits access, and emergency supports.
3. Comprehensive Health and Developmental Services.  Data reflect ongoing needs for prenatal care, pediatric health services, dental care, mental health supports, nutrition services, and early identification of developmental delays.
4. Support for Children with Disabilities and Special Needs.  The estimated numbers of young children receiving SSI and/or enrolled in foster care highlight needs for integrated classrooms, individualized supports, and strong collaboration with early intervention and special education providers.
5. Family Economic Stability and Workforce Supports.  High participation in SNAP and cash assistance demonstrates a continued need for employment support, job training referrals, adult education, and financial counseling for families.
6. Culturally and Linguistically Responsive Services.  Given the diversity of the service area and varying family backgrounds, families benefit from services delivered in their preferred language, culturally responsive practices, and trusted relationships with staff.

Despite these challenges, Staten Island benefits from strong community assets, including hospitals, health clinics, social service agencies, public schools, libraries, parks, and transportation networks, which provide a foundation for coordinated services and partnerships.

Conclusion.  Data confirms that RUMC-Staten Island Head Start is serving a community with significant economic, housing, health, and educational needs, particularly among families with very young children on the North Shore.  Strong community assets ensure that the program can continue to deliver high-quality, comprehensive, and coordinated services that address school readiness while supporting overall family well-being.
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About RUMC-Staten Island Health Start
RUMC-Staten Island Head Start, under the auspices of the Staten Island Mental Health Society, was one of the first community agencies to deliver Head Start services in New York City.  In 2019, Staten Island Mental Health Society merged with Richmond University Medical Center, making the program the first Head Start program in the state to be governed by a medical facility.  Also in 2019, RUMC-Staten Island Head Start became a Direct Grantee of the Office of Head Start and launched its Early Head Start program, providing services to children 2 years of age.

As a longstanding member of the Staten Island community, RUMC-Staten Island Head Start has developed strong relationships with public and private entities dedicated to improving the well-being of children and families in the catchment area.  These include public and private schools and child care programs, community health care service providers, foster care and preventive service programs, and government agencies that provide safety-net services to families, as well as organizations that serve special-needs students.

The service and recruitment areas of RUMC-Staten Island Head Start are defined as Staten Island Community Districts 1 and 2.  Exhibit ES-1 presents a map displaying the RUMC-Staten Island Head Start service area and locations.

Regulatory Requirements
Federal regulations require that Head Start programs must conduct a community assessment (CA) at least once every three years.  Such a CA is a “collection and analysis of data related to the needs and characteristics of Head Start-eligible children and families” in the geographic area serve by the program.  Requirements specify that that the CA include the following:

A. Demographic information about eligible infants, toddlers, preschool age children, and expectant mothers;
B. Information about the education, health, nutrition, and social service needs of eligible children and  their families;
C. Work, school, and training schedules of parents with eligible children;
D. Information about other child development services, child care centers, and family child care programs that serve eligible children;
E. Resources available in the community; and
F. Strengths of the community.

Summarized information on these  requirements is below.
A. Demographic information about eligible infants, toddlers, preschool age children, and expectant mothers.

Demographic information about Infants, toddlers, and preschool age children
Head Start and Early Head Start programs are free, early education programs that are provided without charge for eligible children, aged two to four.  Exhibit ES-2 lists eligibility guidelines are estimates of the population under 5 years for each guideline.

C. Work, school, and training schedules of parents with eligible children
Information on work, school, and training schedules of parent with eligible children is not readily available.  Accommodation for parent schedules and consideration may be informed by the 2023 contract between the United Federation of Teachers and New York City Schools.  This contract stipulates that, for elementary and middle schools, “the  school day will start no earlier than 8 a.m. and may end no later than 3:45 p.m.,” including time for professional development, other professional work, and parent engagement.[footnoteRef:4] [4:  Contract 2023: Time, the workday and remote work, United Federation of Teachers. D. Information about other child development services, child care centers, and family child care programs that serve eligible children
Numerous programs provide services related to child development, child care, and family care to eligible children in the RUMC-Staten Island Head Start Service Area.  Specific services include the following:

· Academic and emotional learning
· Breastfeeding and home safety support 
· Developmental disability & early childhood services
· Evaluation, treatment, and follow-up care to support optimal childhood development
· Family support and community services
· Foster care and preventive services
· Health and nutrition
· Helps parents find licensed day care in their neighborhood
· Offers support, services, and referrals to new and expectant parents.
· Outpatient services
· Pre-school education services
· Referrals to New York City resources and services
· Sleep-related injury information
· Support for first-time pregnancy and parenting knowledge
· Support for families with children who are up to three years old and have disabilities or developmental delays




E. Resources available in the community
The RUMC-Staten Island Head Start community has a variety of community strengths and resources that can be leveraged for service delivery, coordination, and partnership efforts for education, health, nutrition, and referrals to social services to eligible children and families.  An overview of facilities, organizations, and service providers, including transportation resources, and culturally appropriate and responsive supports.

· Community Boards handle complaints and requests related to City services, work with City agencies to plan local projects, review proposed zoning changes, and act as the community’s liaison with City agencies.
· NYC311 provides access to non-emergency government services and information, as well as more than 200 agencies and non-profits in New York City.
· The United Way of New York State operates 211 New York, a service that “connects New Yorkers to local resources and services --- including food, housing, mental health support, and more.”
· Cultural and recreation resources include museums, beaches, parks, and a zoo.
· Disability resources include transportation, blind and low vision support, and navigation assistance.
· Domestic violence resources include crisis intervention, support, and information services.
· Educational resources include services from early childhood education to post-graduate degrees, as well as libraries.
· Employment resources include referral services, job training, and worker protection.
· Financial resources include counseling and tax preparation assistance.
· Food and nutrition resources include SNAP, WIC, and greenmarkets.
· Health care resources include hotlines, clinics, and hospitals.
· Public safety resources include 911, police services, and emergency preparedness guidance.
· Shelter and housing resources assistance for residents with an immediate housing crisis, affordable housing for low- and moderate-income residents, and homeownership opportunities.
· Transportation resources include services for people with disabilities, reduced fares for low-income residents, and public transportation services.

F. Strengths of the community
Staten Island is a diverse community offering a high quality of life, wide-ranging and various employment opportunities, strong educational opportunities, and a “small town feel.”  As the most suburban borough of New York City, it has an abundance of parks and green space while also having convenient connections to other NYC boroughs.[footnoteRef:5]  Staten Island schools have been consistently ranked as some of the best in the city and housing is affordable compared to other boroughs.[footnoteRef:6] [5:  https://www.siedc.org/staten-island-strengths ]  [6:  Ibid. ] 


In December 2025, students enrolled at RUMC-Staten Island Head Start were asked to identify what they considered to be community strengths.  Categories of strengths identified by the students are as follows:

· Schools and libraries;
· Parks;
· Infrastructure, such as grocery stores and restaurants; and
· Resources of New York City.
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History
The Staten Island Mental Health Society was one of the first community agencies to deliver Head Start services in New York City.  President Lyndon B. Johnson commented on the success of the RUMC-Staten Island Head Start program during remarks in a Rose Garden speech on August 31, 1965.  As the President outlined his plans to make Head Start a continuing part of the educational foundation of poor children, he talked about the difference the program’s volunteers made in the life of one child.

January 1st, 2019, Staten Island Mental Health Society merged with Richmond University Medical Center making it the first Head Start program in the state to be governed by a medical facility.

July 1st, 2019, RUMC-Staten Island Head Start became a Direct Grantee with the Federal Government.

Staten Island Health Start Program Governance
RUMC has established a committee of the Governing Board to serve as the SIHS/EHS governing body.  This committee is called the Early Childhood Education Committee.  This committee will foster close communication between the Policy Council and the Governing Board.  

The Early Childhood Education Committee is comprised of community residents and parents of former or current HS or EHS children without any conflict of interest.  It will also include at least one member with background and expertise in fiscal management or accounting, at least one member with background and expertise in early childhood education and development, and at least one member that is a licensed attorney with related experience.
Facilities, Materials and Equipment
RUMC-Staten Island Head Start’ facilities, materials and equipment are maintained to create a learning environment that is safe, accessible, welcoming, comfortable, age appropriate, culturally sensitive and meets the individual needs of children and families.

Proper attention is paid to the issues of safety and sanitation to protect the children’s health and to keep them free of injury.  The facility meets all the applicable licensing and zoning requirements for fire, health and safety regulations.  To support the educational objectives and to show respect to children and families, the equipment, toys, materials and furniture are matched to the developmental levels, interests, temperaments, languages, cultural backgrounds, and learning styles of children.

An accurate equipment record is maintained that provides a description of the equipment, the serial number, and where the equipment is located.  A physical inventory is done twice a year to evaluate the condition and/or continued need for certain equipment.  A control system is in place to prevent loss damage or theft of any equipment.  Maintenance procedures are also in place to keep equipment in good condition.

Child Health and Developmental Services
RUMC-Staten Island Head Start’s philosophy is to accept each child and his/her family as individuals with different physical, social and emotional needs.  They have the right to adequate health care regardless of race, color or creed.  The importance of early identification of health problems is emphasized by encouraging on-going health care services with the child’s health provider, to ensure continuing care, even after the child leaves RUMC-Staten Island Head Start.

Since many preschool children of low-income families have never seen a doctor or dentist, arrangements are made for every child to receive comprehensive health care that includes medical, dental, mental health, and nutrition services.  The objective is to develop a positive attitude toward health care and encourage and maintain good health habits for the entire family.  RUMC-Staten Island Head Start also strives to promote early intervention, health advocacy, and community awareness at RUMC-Staten Island Head Start.




Education and Early Childhood Development
The educational goals of the program are as follows:

1. Promote the social, emotional, intellectual, and physical development of each child;
2. Provide an educational program which is multicultural and meets special needs of all children;
3. Establish procedures for on-going observations, evaluations, and follow-up each child’s development by planning for the development and instructional needs of each child and expanding the education component as necessary to meet these needs;
4. Integrate the educational aspects of the various Head Start service areas into a daily program of activities;
5. Promote and encourage parent participation in helping plan an appropriate education program for center, classroom and home program activities;
6. Enhance the knowledge, awareness, and understanding of parents and staff of the developmental needs of children: and
7. Promote language understanding and use in an atmosphere that encourages communication among children and adults.

Child Health and Safety
In ensuring the health and safety of all children enrolled within RUMC-Staten Island Head Start, every measure has been taken to provide an environment that is conducive to injury prevention, hygiene, and practical safety measures; promote positive culturally relevant health behaviors that enhance life-long well-being.  Staff members are trained in emergency procedures and periodic emergency practice drills are performed with children.  The emergency policies and procedures are posted and clearly state the roles and responsibilities of each staff member.  Workshops are given for the parents and children to help them also develop plans of action for dealing with emergencies in their homes.

Child Nutrition
RUMC-Staten Island Head Start believes that at a well-nourished child is more alert and has a better chance of learning and functioning as a healthy individual.

Our goal is to aid in the building of strong bodies and healthy minds by developing good nutritional education; encouraging good eating habits and introducing the children to different kinds of ethnic foods, including the nutritional program into the classroom activities. 

The nutrition staff will teach children the many aspects of food, such as the changes involved when food is transformed from raw (natural) to cooked, and the growing process of the food, color, taste, smell, and touch with the use of the Food Guide Pyramid, etc. 

Since meal times should promote the physical, social and emotional development of children, inclusive of children with special needs, meals are served family style.  Children participate in setting the tables and are encouraged to serve themselves and assist in the cleanup process (helping hands chores).  

By including learning activities with food in programs, children can develop a broad appreciation for food.  It’s important for good health and growth.  There are many different foods that are nutritious and taste good; where foods come from; how they are processed; how to plan and prepare simple meals; and many other interesting things about food.  

The food learning experience, along with eating meals and snacks in a pleasant atmosphere helps children develop good eating habits, i.e., the habit of eating nutritious foods, and a willingness to try new foods.  By learning good eating habits during the first five years, the child is more likely to eat a nutritious diet for the rest of his/her life.

Child Mental Health
Our Head Start program works in collaboration with the Elizabeth W. Pouch Center for Special to provide staff for two integrated classrooms in order to provide services to children with moderate to serious disabilities in a 10:10 model The classrooms are staffed with two certified teachers that hold NYS Certification in Special education and two assistant teachers with experience working with children with special needs.

A mental health professional is available to children and parents.  Mental health training is also available to staff and parents to make them aware of the need for early attention to the special needs of children and to also help them learn techniques on how to handle children with difficult behaviors.

Family and Community Partnership Philosophy
At the core of the trust building conversations is to encourage parents to see Head Start staff as a source of information, support and a resource.  The intent of RUMC-Staten Island Head Start Family Services is to support families.  The program’s approach is to treat parents with dignity and respect, and to develop a sense of self-direction and self–esteem.

Therefore, service delivery is based on an understanding of child and family development, multicultural sensitivity, effective communication and a partnership with parents.  This is accomplished by providing information about community resources and how to obtain them and including parents in the decision-making process.

The Family Worker is always respectful of the goals, aspirations, strengths and needs of the parent.  All parents are recognized and respected as their child’s primary educator, so efforts to involve parents in the education and development of the child will begin at intake and continue throughout the year.  The program provides a variety of opportunities for staff and parents to establish mutual trust and a respectful collaborative relationship.

Community Partnerships
As a longstanding member of the Staten Island community, RUMC-Staten Island Head Start has developed strong relationships with public and private entities dedicated to improving the well-being of children and families in the catchment area.  These include public and private schools and child care programs, community health care service providers, foster care and preventive service programs, and government agencies that provide safety-net services to families, as well as organizations that serve special-needs students. 

RUMC-Staten Island Head Start collaborate with a number of community-based coalitions aimed at providing coordinated service delivery for young children and families that serve on the Health Advisory which also includes program staff, parents, that meet (at minimum) twice annually to discuss the health care needs of participating children and families. 

Similarly, the Social Services Advisory Committee, comprised of staff, parents, and partner organizations, will meet twice annually (at a minimum) to discuss/ensure access to available community services, reduce or prevent duplication of services, and evaluate how best to address the changing needs of the families served. These advisory committees will continue to provide an opportunity for Staten Island providers to discuss the immediate and future needs of families currently served and to ensure that program services continue to be responsive to the needs of participants, which may change over time.

RUMC-Staten Island Head Start Human Resources
At RUMC-Staten Island Head Start, valued are employees who demonstrate professionalism and leadership, contribute to quality services in the agency, and pursue advanced studies.  Employees who demonstrate these qualities are encouraged to remain with SIHS by investing in their professional development through internal and external training opportunities designed to enhance their knowledge, skills, and credentials, as well as through opportunities for career development opportunities within the agency.

SIHS supports the continued education and development of staff by encouraging them to apply for NYS Education Department tuition assistance programs, and providing up to five hours of educational release time weekly to attend classes and reimbursing staff who receive their CDA credential.  Staff enrolled in college courses requiring internships in special education settings are offered the opportunity to observe and work in the agency’s integrated preschool classrooms and, where appropriate, in classrooms serving children in more restricted settings.

Supervisors will work together with the employees to establish performance goals to be worked on for the coming year.  This includes actions taken to meet credentialing requirements established in state and federal regulations, when necessary.

[bookmark: _Toc216869622]Regulatory Requirements

Federal regulations require that Head Start programs “must conduct a community assessment (CA) at least once over the five-year grant period.  Such a CA is a “collection and analysis of data related to the needs and characteristics of Head Start-eligible children and families” in the geographic area serve by the program.  Requirements specify that that the CA include the following details:

A. Demographic information about eligible infants, toddlers, preschool age children, and expectant mothers;
B. Information about the education, health, nutrition, and social service needs of eligible children and  their families;
C. Work, school, and training schedules of parents with eligible children;
D. Information about other child development  services, child care centers, and family child care programs that serve eligible children;
E. Resources available in the community; and
F. Strengths of the community.

Details on these requirements are below.

This section summarizes demographic information about eligible infants, toddlers, preschool age children, and expectant mothers.

Background on Head Start and Eligibility
Head Start and Early Head Start programs are free, early education programs that are provided without charge for eligible children, aged two to four.  Eligibility guidelines are as follows:

· Family income falls within the federal guidelines;
· Live in temporary housing;
· Receive HRA Cash Assistance;
· Receive SNAP;
· Receive SSI (Supplemental Security Insurance); or
· Enrolled in foster care.

Head Start programs offer full-day, year-round care.  Enrolled children receive nutritious meals and health screenings. Applying the four percent of students in temporary housing as reported for elementary and high school students to the 2023 Staten Island Population Under 5 Years of 26,655, an estimated 1,066 individuals under 5 years lived in temporary housing in the 2023-2024 period. Supplemental Security Income (SSI) is a federal program that provides “monthly benefits to people with limited income and resources who are blind, age 65 or older, or have a qualifying disability” and to “children with disabilities or who are blind.”  SSI is administered by the U.S. Social Security Administration (SSA).

In December 2024, 2,030 recipients under the age of 18 on Staten Island received SSI.  Using the 2023 Census estimates of 107,343 individuals under 18 years of age as residing on Staten Island as a base for SSI recipients, 1.9 percent received SSI. The U.S. Department of Agriculture’s Economic Research Service estimates the number of people in each census tract that live in low-income areas with low access to nutritious and affordable food, colloquially known as “food deserts.”  Many government-led initiatives aim to increase the availability of nutritious and affordable foods to people living in these food deserts.

Health Professional Shortage Areas
An area can receive a federal Health Professional Shortage Area (HPSA) designation if a shortage of primary medical care, dental care, or mental health care professionals is found to be present.  In addition to areas and populations that can be designated as HPSAs, a facility can receive federal HPSA designation and an additional Medicare payment if it provides primary medical care services to an area or population group identified as having inadequate access to primary care, dental, or mental health services.  HPSAs can be: “(1) An urban or rural area (which need not conform to the geographic boundaries of a political subdivision and which is a rational area for the delivery of health services); (2) a population group; or (3) a public or nonprofit private medical facility.”[footnoteRef:36]  Areas and populations in the community are designated as HPSAs (Exhibits 27). Information on work, school, and training schedules of parent with eligible children is not readily available.  Accommodation for parent schedules and consideration may be informed by the 2023 contract between the United Federation of Teachers and New York City Schools.  This contract stipulates that, for elementary and middle schools, “the  school day will start no earlier than 8 a.m. and may end no later than 3:45 p.m.,” including time for professional development, other professional work, and parent engagement.[footnoteRef:38]  Hours for the Future Leaders Elementary School, for example, are 8:20 am to 2:40 pm daily, with breakfast available 8:00 am to 8:18 am.[footnoteRef:39] [38:  Contract 2023: Time, the workday and remote work, United Federation of Teachers. RUMC-Staten Island Head Start hours are similar.  Specifically, RUMC-Staten Island Head Start offers services from 8:30 am to 3:00 pm, Monday through Friday, at each of the four sites.  Programs operate year-round (September to August), except for holidays and days for pre-scheduled in-service training, for a total of 48 weeks each year.
