
 
 

 
 

Imagine being a child who should be focused on spelling tests, playground games, and story time, 
yet instead spends the school day feeling cold, uncomfortable, or self-conscious because they do 
not have the basic clothing essentials they need. Now imagine experiencing an accidental bladder 
or bowel movement and not having a clean change of clothes to help you feel safe and 
comfortable again. For many children, this is not just an occasional worry but a daily reality. 
 
This is the reality for many students at Coliseum Street Elementary School, part of the LA Unified 
School District. Through CFTT, we are coming together to change that by creating a dedicated 
clothing closet for students from Kindergarten through Fifth Grade, so no child has to face the 
school day without warmth, comfort, and dignity. 
 

 
 

 
 
 
 

Why your support matters right now 
 

Many students at this school are navigating significant challenges outside the classroom, including 
financial hardship, unstable living situations, foster care placements, and additional learning or 
developmental needs. For these children, access to clean socks, underwear, or a warm sweater is 
not always guaranteed. 
 
When a child lacks these basics, it affects far more than physical comfort. It impacts confidence, 
participation, and their ability to feel included at school. Providing these essentials is one of the
