animals and reptiles.” 

Psalm 19:1-4 NIV 
“The heavens declare the glory of God; the skies proclaim the work of His hands. Day 
after day they pour forth speech; night after night they reveal knowledge. They have 
no speech, they use no words; no sound is heard from them. Yet their voice goes out 
into all the earth, their words to the ends of the world.”

From Exodus 24:15-18 ESV 
“Then Moses went up on the mountain, and the cloud covered the mountain. The glory 
of the Lord dwelt on Mount Sinai....now the appearance of the glory of the Lord was like 
a devouring fire on the top of the mountain in the sight of the people of Israel.”

From Exodus 34:29-30,34-35 NLT
