“Jesus said to [Thomas], “I am the Way, and the Truth, and the Life. No one comes to the 
Father except through Me.”

Matthew 5:17 NLT [from the Sermon on the Mount] 
“Don’t misunderstand why I have come. I did not come to abolish the law of Moses  
or the writings of the prophets. No, I came to accomplish their purpose.”

Luke 4:14-21 CSB 
“Then Jesus returned to Galilee [from the wilderness confrontation with satan] in the power 
of the Spirit, and news about Him spread throughout the entire vicinity. He was teaching in 
their synagogues, being praised by everyone.

“Jesus came to Nazareth, where He had been brought up. As usual, He entered the  
synagogue on the Sabbath day and stood up to read. The scroll of the prophet Isaiah  
was given to Him, and unrolling the scroll, He found the place where it was written [61:1-2]:

“ ‘The Spirit of the Lord is on Me, because He has anointed Me to preach Good News  
to the poor. He has sent Me to proclaim release to the captives and recovery of sight to the  
blind, to set free the oppressed, to proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor.’

[Jesus] then rolled up the scroll, gave it back to the attendant, and sat down. And the eyes 
of everyone in the synagogue were fixed on Him. He began by saying to them, ‘Today as you 
listen, this Scripture has been fulfilled.’ ”

Acts 7:52 NASB 
[Stephen] “Which one of the prophets did your fathers NOT persecute? They killed those 
who had previously announced the coming of the Righteous One [the Messiah], and you 
have NOW become betrayers and murderers of HIM!”

John 8:56-58  NLT 
” ‘Your father Abraham rejoiced as he looked forward to my coming. He saw it and was glad.’ 
The people said, ‘You aren’t even fifty years old. How can you say you have seen Abraham?’ 
Jesus answered, ‘I tell you the truth, before Abraham was even born, I am!’ ”

Matthew 24:35-39 LSB 
“Heaven and earth will pass away, but My Words will not pass away. But of that day and hour 
no one knows, not even the angels of heaven, nor the Son, but the Father alone. For just as 
the days of Noah were, so the coming of the Son of Man will be. For as in those days before 
the flood they were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until the day that 
Noah entered the ark, and they did not understand until the flood came and took them all 
away; so will the coming of the Son of Man be.”

Exodus 31:18 ESV 
“And [God] gave to Moses, when He had finished speaking with him on Mount Sinai,  
the two tablets of the testimony, tablets of stone, written with the finger of God.”

2 Corinthians 3:2-3 ESV 
“You yourselves are our letter of recommendation, written on our hearts, to be  
known and read by all. And you show that you are a letter from Christ delivered by us,  
written not with ink, but with the Spirit of the living God, not on tablets of stone  
but on tablets of human hearts.”

Hebrews 10:14-17 NLT 
“For by that one offering He forever made perfect those who are being made holy. And  
the Holy Spirit also testifies that this is so. For He says, ‘This is the new covenant I will make 
with my people on that day,’ says the Lord: ‘I will put my laws in their hearts, and I will  
write them on their minds.’ Then He says, ‘I will never again remember their sins  
and lawless deeds.’ ”
