Rules for Prosper ISD Golf Teams
Gentle Creek Country Club

1. Tuesday and Thursday will be play for Prosper High School. The club will make
Coach aware if there are any club tournaments that would prevent course access.
Tee times will be needed to be made in advance to play or qualify.

A coach must be present for the team to practice or play.

A coach has access to a golf car at no charge.

No more than two riders to a golf car.

Players cannot bring push carts onto the property. All push carts must be rented

from the club.

7. High School players must walk. Students may not ride while they are at team
practice even if they are a member at Gentle Creek.

8. Males must wear a shirt with a collar.

9. Females cannot wear tank tops. Sleeveless shirts are allowed.

10. No denim on the practice range, short game area, putting green or course.

11. Please put trash in the proper receptacle.

12. Club Members will be sensitive to their perception of availability to the practice
range, short game area or putting green. Please make sure that the players split
up and that all 10 players are in one area.

13. Gentle Creek has a successful junior golf academy that runs from 4:00-6:00 from
Tuesday thru Thursday during the school year. Our juniors will be using the
same facilities (putting green, short game and practice range) during these times.

14. Play on the course. Players will play the course when tee times have been made.
Players are to walk and start on #1. Play the holes in order from 1 to 9.

15. Players are to play one ball and play in the same pace as expected by members.
Play should take no longer than 2 hours on nine holes. If faster players come up
from behind, please allow them to play through.

16. Please remember that you are a guest at the club while you are at Gentle Creek
Country Club. Any behavior like yelling, throwing clubs or the like will result in
suspension of practice or play.
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
