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New Alexander Dennis Enviro400cities for route 4/X4 enter service from Bracknell to Reading
The  Enviro400cities enter service this month and they was a special launch for them in Wokingham near to Broad Street / Wokingham town hall. This was to show off what the new Enviro400cities had to offer in the way of passenger comfort. The new Enviro400cities for the 4 and express 4 have three table seats two on the lower floor and one on the upper deck along with a bell press on every seat apart from when you get mid-way to the back on the lower deck, they are bells on poles instead of the seat they are bells on poles has well. When on the top deck they are bells on every seat including at the back of the bus. The bus is also mirror less and is covered with camera mirrors instead. The new buses host USB/c-type charging points and bell press on every seat until you get mid-way to the back. The seats also have a phone / tablet holder on the back of them and wireless charging. New Flightline 703 buses arrived and have entered service has of 14th, February 2024 738-40 have arrived and have entered service. This along with 781-37 now brings the fleet up to eight buses. It is believed now that 738/40 have now arrived this will now free up 781-95 for generics or 781-82 will return to Reading for use in Newbury. 795 will be generic for Thames valley. Service 703 is also to believe to be  turning in to a thirty-minute interval service from Bracknell to London Heathrow Airport this is believed to be happening in March 2024, but plans for that are still be unveiled by Reading buses and Thames valley.
