Group carvings must be mounted on a single
base.

Carvings entered in competition will remain in
the competition room until the show is over at
4:00 on Sunday.

Judges decisions are final.

Smoky Mountain Woodcarvers Assoc. has final
decision over any and all competition related
questions.

Carvings entered in competition must have been

completed in last 3 years.

Carvings such as Wood Spirits and Relief
Carvings larger than 8”x 8” must have a stand.
Carvings completed in Zoom classes can be
entered in all classes.

Novice and Intermediate carvers can enter
roughouts in all categories. Open roughouts in
only category 26.

Competition Classes

Novice: Anyone that carves at the beginner level

Rough
outs are allowed in all Intermediate categories.

Open: Anyone may enter. Instructor assisted
carvings not allowed. Open carvers cannot enter in
instructor assisted classes.
