Paul's Greeting - Humility and 
Submission: Learn 
humility and submission 
to Christ's authority from 
Paul's identification as a 
servant of Christ Jesus.

- Philippians 2:3-8: Embrace humility 
and consider others more significant 
than ourselves, following Christ's 
example of humility.

- Establish Authority: To 
establish Paul's authority 
as an apostle and 
representative of Christ, 
providing credibility to his 
teachings.

- 2 Corinthians 10:8: "For even if I 
boast a little too much of our 
authority, which the Lord gave for 
building you up and not for 
destroying you, I will not be 
ashamed."

Paul's Greeting - Faithfulness and 
Promise: Recognize the 
faithfulness of God in 
fulfilling His promises 
through Jesus Christ, 
inspiring trust and 
confidence.

- 2 Corinthians 1:20: Trust in God's 
faithfulness, knowing that all His 
promises find their "Yes" in Christ.

- Build Rapport: To build 
rapport and connection 
with the Roman 
believers, fostering a 
sense of unity and 
partnership in the gospel.

- Romans 15:5-6: "May the God

Paul's Greeting - Authority and 
Dedication: Understand 
the authority of 
apostleship and the 
dedication required for 
serving the gospel 
faithfully.

- Colossians 3:23-24: Serve 
wholeheartedly, knowing that we 
serve the Lord Christ, and not men.

- Encourage Faith: To 
encourage the Roman 
believers in their faith and 
to inspire them to 
continue in their 
commitment to Christ.
