12 STEPS TO KNOWING GOD

Greetings Partners and  Friends:

I pray that this month’s newsletter finds you well and at peace.  We are already approaching the end of
another month and the midway point of this year.  It appears that time is just scurrying along.  But let’s
pause a minute.  With this in mind perhaps we may need to slow down just a bit.  As believers we can
sometimes get dull in our listening and miss hearing the voice of God.  This is not done intentionally, but with
all the distractions around us, the busy-ness of day to day life. and the cares of the world, we can find
ourselves getting off track.   

Sometimes the joy we HAD at the onset of our salvation has faded into the background.  And is no longer at
the surface of our being.  Maybe we have just lost touch with whose we are.  Sometimes we may just feel
disconnected to the power source of God and need to be refreshed, renewed or refueled.  If any of these
situations apply to you, that brings me to DISCUSSING the 12 steps to finding/knowing God....

STEP ONE - SEEK GOD - Deuteronomy 4:29 (GNT) Says There you will look for the Lord your God, and if you
search for him with all your heart, you will find him.  If from the heart we ask for and inquire as a necessity
the Lord our God, we will find him.  Remember that God is a rewarded of those who diligently seek him.  
Therefore, we must seek him with all our hearts, souls and minds.

STEP TWO - BE AWARE OF OUR NEED FOR GOD - Once we find God, we must be consciously aware that
we need Him.  Colossians 1:16 (Amplified Bible) Says For by Him all things were created in heaven and on earth,
[things] visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or rulers or authorities; all things were created and
exist through Him [that is, by His activity] and for Him.  We were made by Him and for Him.  The purpose and
plan that God has for us is far greater than our own personal fulfillment.

STEP THREE - CONFESS OUR FAULTS AND BE QUICK TO REPENT - 1 John 1:9 (Amplified Bible) Says If we
[freely] admit that we have sinned and confess our sins, He is faithful and just [true to His own nature and
promises], and will forgive our sins and cleanse us continually from all unrighteousness [our wrongdoing,
everything not in conformity with His will and purpose].  The doctrine of repentance is a call to people to
make a radical turn from one way of life to another.  It is turning that offense over and surrendering to God.

STEP FOUR - OBEY GOD - 1 Samuel 15:22 tells us to obey is better than a sacrifice.  According to Job 36:11-
12 (NIV) and Job 36:11-12 (NIV) Says 11 If they obey and serve him, they will spend the rest of their days in
prosperity and their years in contentment.  12 But if they do not listen,    they will perish by the sword and die
without knowledge.  In other words, obedience to God is essential for our day to day walk with him as we fully
submit to the Holy Spirit  And of course, there are also negative consequences when we decide not to obey.

STEP FIVE - MAKE RESTITUTION OR RESTORE -   To restore is to make good or or giving an equivalent for
some type of insult or injury.  Restitution is the restoration of something stolen or lost returned to  the
peoper owner.  The act of restoring is to bring back into the original state by giving back to God and others
what belongs to them.  God restored our relationship with Him through Christ Jesus and has given us the
Ministry of Reconciliation.  Sometimes, in order to restore relationships we must be the peacemakers.  
Matthew 5:9 tells us “Blessed are the Peace makers, for they shall see God.”
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STEP SIX - PRACTICE SELF DENIAL - Luke 9:23 (NIV) Says Then he said to them all: “Whoever wants to be my
disciple must deny themselves and take up their cross daily and follow me.  In order for us to become more like
Christ Jesus, we must practice self-denial, self-control and self-discipline.  Fasting and praying on a regular
basis helps to put the flesh under subjection and to strengthen our inner man.

STEP SEVEN - PRACTICE HUMILITY - 1 Peter 5:5 (Living Bible) Says You younger men, follow the leadership of
those who are older. And all of you serve each other with humble spirits, for God gives special blessings to
those who are humble, but sets himself against those who are proud. A humble person is teachable, always
growing and at peace others and with themselves.

STEP EIGHT - STUDY THE BIBLE- 2 Timothy 2:15 (Living Bible) Says Work hard so God can say to you, “Well
done.” Be a good workman, one who does not need to be ashamed when God examines your work. Know what
his Word says and means.  The Bible is our Basic Instructions Before Leaving Earth and is our roadmap to live an
abundant life filled with God’s Purpose and Plan.  The Word of God allows us to have that blessed hope and
gives us the tools necessary to come against the schemes, plots and strategies of the Enemy,

STEP NINE - STAY PRAYERFUL - Philippians 4:6-7 (Living Bible) Says 6 Don’t worry about anything; instead, pray
about everything; tell God your needs, and don’t forget to thank him for his answers. 7 If you do this, you will
experience God’s peace, which is far more wonderful than the human mind can understand. His peace will keep
your thoughts and your hearts quiet and at rest as you trust in Christ Jesus.  Prayer is a two way
communication and helps to build that relationship and fellowship with God.

STEP TEN - BE THE CHURCH - Jesus told Peter that his church was built on a solid rock and that the gates of
hell cannot prevail against it.  The church is indestructible and will exist throughour eternity.  The body of Christ
is the church and as different parts of the body is needed in order to do the things of God.  Our spiritual
growth does not just come from sitting in the pews, but to be actively involved in the church and exercising the
gifts and talents that God has blessed us with.

STEP ELEVEN - BE A LIGHT - Matthew 5:14-16 (Living Bible) Says 14 You are the world’s light—a city on a hill,
glowing in the night for all to see. 15-16 Don’t hide your light! Let it shine for all; let your good deeds glow for all
to see, so that they will praise your heavenly Father.  As disciples for Christ, we must remember to represent
Him by showing genuine love and concern.  In doing so, we are being the light to the world.

STEP TWELVE - BE  A CHEERFUL GIVER - 2 Corinthians 9:7 (Amplified Bible) Says Let each one give
[thoughtfully and with purpose] just as he has decided in his heart, not grudgingly or under compulsion, for God
loves a cheerful giver [and delights in the one whose heart is in his gift]. We must purpose in our hearts what to
give, whether it be money, time, skills, prayers, resources, etc. Remember that God loves a Cheerful Giver.

We pray that you have enjoyed the 6th edition of our newsletter.  May you and your family continue to grow in
your relationship with God, and experience HIS uncommon favor in all things.  Walk by Faith and Not By Sight!
Please know that God LOVES you and we Love you and there is nothing you can do about THAT.
