The regular meeting of the Latimer City Council was called to order at 6:30 pm on January 9, 2019 at Latimer City Hall by Mayor Mark Johansen.  Councilmembers answering roll call were:  Randy DeBour, Catherine Crooks, Landon Plagge, Shaun Koenen and Eric Bruns.

Mayor Johansen led all in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Plagge made a motion to approve the agenda as printed and was seconded by Koenen.  Motion passed unanimously.

The Director of City Maintenance reported that he has been replacing some water meters that have malfunctioned.

The City Clerk reported that she has been working to get the budget ready for the meeting and will be helping the Thornton City Clerk on Friday with a few things.

Plagge made a motion to approve the minutes from the regular meeting on December 12, 2018 and was seconded by DeBour.  Motion passed unanimously.

Bruns made a motion to approve the bills to be paid and was seconded Crooks.  Motion passed with majority vote as DeBour and Plagge abstained from voting. due to conflict of interest.
The Council reviewed the Budget Report, Revenue Report and Fund Balance report given by the City Clerk.

Under routine maintenance issues the council will open the sale of the old city pick-up to bids.  Bids should be received by 2/8 so the council can review them at the February meeting.  Minimum bid to be received is $750.00.  This was approved by a motion made by Plagge and seconded by DeBour.  Motion passed unanimously.

An update was given to the council regarding a module needed for the garage door openers.  It was decided to cancel the previous order and order a new door opener for the shop from King Construction for $1,035, installed.  This was approved by a motion made by Bruns and seconded by Koenen.  Motion passed unanimously.

The Director of City Maintenance was instructed to purchase a tailgate cap and running boards for the new city pick up that was purchased from the City of Parkersburg for $9,500.00.  Wayne also reported that the gator needs some work so he will be taking it to Van Wall in Hampton when he has time and it is not in use.
