The regular meeting of the Latimer City Council was called to order by Mayor Mark Johansen at 6:30 pm on Wednesday, January 13, 2021 electronically via GoToMeeting.  Councilmembers answering roll call were:  Randy DeBour, Landon Plagge, Catherine Crooks, Eric Bruns and Shaun Koenen.  Public and City Council accessed the meeting by the information posted on the agenda.
Plagge made a motion to approve the agenda with the addition of accepting the final sidewalk and alley project under old business.  This motion was seconded by Bruns and passed unanimously.
The Director of City Maintenance reported he got the Community Center resided and gave an update on the emergency pump installation.

The Clerk reported she worked on year end information and got the tax forms sent out.  She also gave an update on the Sidewalk/Alley Project loan that she has been drawing from with a total used of $142,133.94 with the final payment to come next month to total $159,500.90.

DeBour made a motion to approve the minutes and was seconded by Bruns.  Motion passed unanimously.

Plagge made a motion to approve the bills and was seconded by Koenen.  Motion passed unanimously.

The Council reviewed the Budget Report, Revenue Report and Fund Balance Report.

Under old business a representative from KLM Engineering was present to discuss services they offer for our water tower.  Following the presentation and further discussion by the Council, Plagge made a motion to do the inspection that KLM offers for $2,100.  This motion was seconded by DeBour.  Motion passed unanimously.
After some discussion regarding a new water connection for 519 West Andrews which will requires boring under the street, Plagge made a motion to allow the new connection and for the homeowner to pay no more than $2,100 of the expense to install the new line.  Plagge was seconded by DeBour and the motion passed unanimously.
DeBour approved to accept the final sidewalk and alley project and was seconded Bruns.  Motion passed unanimously.
Crooks made a motion to reset the public hearing for the Maximum Property Tax Levy for February 10, 2021 at 7 pm.  This motion was seconded by DeBour.  Motion passed unanimously.
Bruns to reset the public hearing for the budget amendments for February 10, 2021 at 7 pm.  This motion was seconded by DeBour and passed unanimously.
Koenen made a motion to approve the Mayor appointments for 2021 and was seconded by Crooks.  Motion passed unanimously.
Koenen made a motion to approve Resolution 2021-10 approving the transfer of fund as reported by the clerk and was seconded by Bruns.  This resolution passed with a unanimous roll call vote.
After the first reading of Ordinance 2021-01, DeBour made a motion to approve Ordinance 2021-01 regarding the fireworks in City limits.  This motion was seconded by Bruns.  Ordinance 2021-01 passed the first reading with a unanimous roll call vote.

Koenen motioned to waive the second and third reading of Ordinance 2021-01 and was seconded by DeBour.  Motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  Ordinance passed.
After the first reading of Ordinance 2021-02, DeBour made a motion to approve Ordinance 2021-02 regarding Urban Chicken in City limits.  This motion was seconded by Plagge.  Ordinance 2021-02 passed the first reading with a unanimous roll call vote.
Bruns motioned to waive the second and third reading of Ordinance 2021-02 and was seconded by Koenen.  Motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  Ordinance passed.
After the first reading of Ordinance 2021-03, DeBour made a motion to approve Ordinance 2021-03 regarding the emergency snow ordinance.  This motion was seconded by Plagge.  Ordinance 2021-03 passed the first reading with a  unanimous roll call vote.

Plagge motioned to waive the second and third readings of Ordinance 2021-03 and was seconded by Crooks.  Motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  Ordinance passed.
Bruns made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:45 pm and was seconded by DeBour.  Motion passed unanimously.
