The regular meeting of the Latimer City Council was called to order by Mayor Mark Johansen at 6:30 pm on Wednesday, June 13, 2018 at Latimer City Hall.  Councilmembers answering roll call were:  Randy DeBour, Catherine Crooks, Landon Plagge, Eric Bruns and Shaun Koenen.
Mayor Johansen led all in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Plagge made a motion to approve the agenda as printed and was seconded by DeBour.  Motion passed unanimously.

The Director of City Maintenance reported that he has been mowing and helping with the splash pad construction.

The City Clerk reported that they sent out 7 mowing ordinance letters and Wayne was sent to mow 2 of them.  She explained to the Council the new Water Service Excise Tax that will be in effect starting July 1, 2018.  The City will no longer be able to charge or collect the 1% local option sales tax on the sale of water by pipe distribution.  There is a 6% Water Service Excise Tax (WET) that will continue to be collected, however, that will be paid into the State of Iowa separately from all other sales tax collected on water, sewer, and garbage bills.  The State of Iowa will be using this money for water assistance and water quality programs.  She also reported she received the insurance renewal and it only increases $61 effective 7/1/18.  She was instructed by the Council to have the insurance on the splash pad start immediately as the work has been completed.

The Mayor reported there is no update on the tile from the Supervisors yet; and there have been numerous complaints of the number of rabbits and cats in town.  

DeBour made a motion to approve the minutes from the regular meeting on May 9 and special meeting on May 25 and was seconded by Crooks.  Motion passed unanimously.
Plagge made a motion to approve the bills to be paid and to pay any bills related for the splash pad received before June 30 and was seconded by Bruns.  Motion passed with majority vote as DeBour and Koenen abstained from voting due to conflict of interest.

The Budget Report, Revenue Report, and Fund Balance Report were reviewed by the Council.

After some discussion and hearing from Mort’s Water and Mort’s Inc, Plagge made a motion to increase the sewage disposal rate from $25 to $26 per load.  This motion was seconded by Bruns and passed unanimously.

There were no routine maintenance issues to discuss.

Resolution 2018-4 setting the wage for Trev Murphy, water and wastewater manager, effective 7/1/18 to $6,985.72 annually to be paid monthly, was approved by a motion made by Koenen and seconded by Crooks.  Resolution passed with a unanimous roll call vote.
Resolution 2018-5 transferring money at fiscal year end 2018 from General Checking to Parks Reserve and Fire Reserve, and from Local Option Sales Tax to Water, Road Use and General Fund.  Also, the transferring of money from the West Park Splash Pad savings account to the General Fund to cover invoices for the splash pad project was approved by a motion made by DeBour and seconded by Plagge.  Resolution passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

After some discussion, Plagge made a motion to allow Eric and Traci Bruns to vacate the sidewalk going East and West in front of their house.  This motion was seconded by Koenen and passed with majority vote as Bruns abstained from voting due to conflict of interest.

Bruns made a motion at 7:25 pm to adjourn the meeting and was seconded by DeBour.  Motion passed unanimously.
