The regular meeting of the Latimer City Council was called to order by Mayor Mark Johansen at 6:30 pm on Wednesday, July 1, 2018 at Latimer City Hall.  Council members answering roll call were:  Randy DeBour, Catherine Crooks, Landon Plagge and Shaun Koenen.  Eric Bruns was absent.

Mayor Johansen led all in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Plagge made a motion to approve the agenda as printed and was seconded by DeBour.  Motion passed unanimously.

The Director of City Maintenance reported that with the splash pad up and running he is planning on installing the speed bump and working out at the lagoon fixing the fence.  The street repairs have been completed with the exception of the minor crack filling on West Main Street, which Heartland will return in the fall to do.  Improvements done have been noticed.

The City Clerk reported that she will be attending the last of the classes at the Iowa League of Cities Clerk Institute on July 19, 20, and 25.  She also reported that KLMJ will be in West Park from 5-6 pm on Monday, July 16 with refreshments and chances to win prizes as part of their 25th Anniversary Tour.

The Mayor reported he received some complaints about fireworks being used in town.

Crooks made a motion to approve the minutes from the June 13th regular meeting and was seconded by Plagge.  Motion passed unanimously.

DeBour made a motion to approve the minutes from the June 28th special meeting and was seconded by Koenen.  Motion passed unanimously.

Plagge made a motion to approve the bills as presented and was seconded by Crooks.  Motion passed unanimously.

The Budget Report, Revenue Report and Fund Balance Report were reviewed with questions regarding the worker’s comp overages in a couple of funds.  The clerk will review the prior year’s insurance and see what the differences are.
The Clerk presented the Council with 2 fiscal year end reports.  The Debt Report showing the outstanding debt of the City to be $104,585.03, down from $1,139,336 in 2004.  She also reported that the outstanding debt will be under $80,000 with the revenue bond payments made in the next year and paying off the garbage truck.  The other report was showing the total receipts and disbursements for Fiscal Year 2018.

After some discussion about the City’s pickup, there was no action taken at this time to replace the pickup.  More information will be brought to the council as it is received.

The East Park shelter was discussed under routine maintenance issues.  A motion was made by Crooks and seconded by DeBour to replace the doors on the bathrooms and to order a “Reserved” sign for the East Park shelter.  Motion passed unanimously.

After review of the budget, Plagge made a motion to pay off the garbage truck loan in July and was seconded by Koenen.  Motion passed unanimously.

No action was taken on new speed limit signs, however, the clerk was instructed to gather information on flashing yellow lights for the next meeting.
At 7:15 pm, Plagge made a motion to adjourn the meeting and was seconded by DeBour.  Motion passed unanimously.
