The regular meeting of the Latimer City Council was called to order at 6:30 pm on Wednesday, August 8, 2018 at Latimer City Hall by Mayor Mark Johansen.  Council members answering roll call were:  Randy DeBour, Catherine Crooks, Shaun Koenen and Eric Bruns.  Landon Plagge was absent.

Mayor Johansen led all in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Crooks made a motion to approve the agenda as printed and was seconded by Bruns.  Motion passed unanimously.

Gary McVicker was present to inform the Council that, according to an attorney’s opinion, the County Drainage District running through Latimer cannot be vacated.  They are still exploring other options including the Latimer City Council holding a community meeting to get more feed back from residents on how to proceed with tile issues.  More information will be available as the community meeting gets closer.

The Director of City Maintenance reported that the fence at the lagoon is completely fixed and Delbert Hamilton has put sheep in the pasture.

The City Clerk reported that she finished the finance classes at the Iowa Municipal Professionals Institute in July, corrected some errors in the software, and has been working on the new website.  The next conference she would like to go to is in October in coordination with the Data Tech review class.  Her certification she receives requires 15 continuing education credits per year, so she will continue to attend the conferences to receive those credits.

The Mayor reported that he has gotten some compliments on the street repairs that were done and also on the addition of the splash pad to the park.  It has been open over a month and has been a popular place.

No commissioners had anything to report.

DeBour made a motion to approve the minutes from the July 12, 2018 regular meeting and was seconded by Bruns.  Motion passed unanimously.

Bruns made a motion to approve the bills to be paid and was seconded by Koenen.  Motion passed with majority vote as DeBour abstained from voting due to conflict of interest.

There was no action taken at this time regarding the nuisance letter due to expire on August 15.  They are allowing the notice to expire and will review it in September, if needed.

The Director of City Maintenance give a brief update to the council on how much a new truck would approximately cost with information he had gathered from some dealerships.

The Council reviewed the Street Finance Report for fiscal year 2018.  Crooks made a motion to approve Resolution 2018-6 approving the Street Finance Report as presented.  This motion was seconded by DeBour.  Roll call vote was taken as follows:  DeBour:  Aye; Crooks:  Aye; Koenen:  Aye; and Bruns:  Aye.  Resolution passed unanimously.

The Council then review the Annual Finance Report for fiscal year 2018.  DeBour made a motion to approve Resolution 2018-7 approving the Annual Finance Report for fiscal year 2018 and was seconded by Bruns.  Roll call vote was taken as follows:  DeBour:  Aye; Crooks:  Aye; Koenen:  Aye; and Bruns:  Aye.  Resolution passed unanimously.

The Council discussed a letter received from Mason City Recycling that says we will have a minimum charge of $300 each month in addition to our processing fees for our recycling.  This is due to start in August.  The clerk reported that Plagge, as the garbage commissioner, emailed her with he was gone and wanted to suggest another increase in the garbage rate.  The Clerk was instructed to have this Ordinance Amendment for the reading next month.

Bruns made a motion at 7:25 pm to adjourn the meeting and was seconded by DeBour.  Motion passed unanimously.
