The regular meeting of the Latimer City Council was called to order by Mayor Mark Johansen at 6:30 pm at Latimer City Hall on Wednesday, October 10, 2018.  Councilmembers answering roll call were:  Randy DeBour, Catherine Crooks, Landon Plagge, Eric Bruns.  Shaun Koenen came in a little late.

Mayor Johansen led all in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Plagge made a motion to approve the agenda and was seconded by Bruns.  Motion passed unanimously.

The Director of City Maintenance reported that he closed and winterized the splash pad as of October 1, 2018.  He also got the bedliner installed in the plow/dump truck bed, so it is ready for use.

The City Clerk reported that she has been working on collections and currently has 3 accounts that have been certified to property taxes.  She will be attending the IMFOA conference and Data Tech class from 10/17-10/19.  She informed all of the council that the computer that controls the digital board at the Community Center has crashed so we are unable to update the digital board.  When the Community Center isn’t in use, the breaker is off.  If someone has reserved the Community Center then the board will be on so the outlets can be used.
The Council agreed that the Trick or Treat time will be set for 10/31/18 from 4-7 pm.

Plagge made a motion to approve the minutes and was seconded by Crooks.  Motion passed unanimously.

DeBour made a motion to approve the bills to be paid and was seconded by Bruns.  Motion passed unanimously.

The Council reviewed the Budget Report, Revenue Report and the Fund Balance Report presented by the clerk.

There was no old business to discuss.

A review of the bid received from Landon Plagge to help with emergency snow removal for $1.00 per occurrence.  This bid was approved by a motion made by Bruns and seconded by DeBour.  Motion passed majority vote as Plagge abstained from voting due to conflict of interest.

Mayor Johansen and Koenen both recommended that the Council look into installing 1 or 2 emergency pumps in the lift station and one other manhole to help with rising water levels with heavy rains.  The rest of the Council agreed that it is something that needs to done and to gather more information.  This issue will be discussed at a future meeting to proceed as necessary.
There were a few concerns regarding the burning of leaves in town and the Council discussed starting a compost site for leaves and twigs that are not allowed in the tree dump.  The Council decided that the old City dump would be the perfect spot for it and instructed Wayne to get the driveway usable and to get a fencing to help keep the leaves in the selected area.  More information will be passed on to citizens at it gets closer to opening.
At 7:30 pm Crooks made a motion to open the public hearing regarding the budget amendments and was seconded by DeBour.  Motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  No residents were present with concerns regarding the budget amendments, so a motion made by Plagge and seconded by DeBour closed the public hearing at 7:31 pm.  Motion to close the public hearing passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

Resolution 2018-10 – approving and adopting of the budget amendments for fiscal year 2019 was approved by a motion made by Plagge and seconded by Koenen.  Resolution passed with a unanimous vote.

There was discussion about miscellaneous issues that are happening around town.  This discussion was followed by a motion by Bruns at 8:00 pm to adjourn the meeting.  This motion was seconded by DeBour and passed unanimously.
