Who we are

Dance Express of Tolland, LLC has been teaching children to dance since
1988! Our philosophy from the beginning has been to teach children the
wonderful artistry of dance while developing their sense of discipline and
lifelong interest in the performing arts. We offer roughly 50 dance classes
throughout the week for students ages 2-102! Our class sizes are limited for
individual attention to each student. We have 4 dance rooms and waiting
areas equipped with CCTV for viewing. We offer 3 dance companies and
several competing teams that perform in the tri-state area. Our staff has
over 75 years of combined teaching experience and many hold college
degrees in the arts and education fields.

Building Rules & Dress Code

e Dancers and siblings must not run on the decks or in the parking lot.

e Please do not use the stairway or halls in the other building areas.

e Dancers and siblings must always be supervised and are not allowed
to be in an unoccupied studio at any fime.

e Please be courteous and clean up any items brought to the studio.

e Please do not park in the upper parking lot where the adjacent
building is located.

ALL DANCERS MUST HAVE THEIR HAIR PULLED AWAY FROM THEIR
FACES AND BRING THEIR OWN WATER BOTTLES TO CLASS

o Ballet: Solid/dark leotard, pink tights, and pink ballet slippers with hair
in a high ponytail or bun

o Jazz & Musical Theater: Form fitting dance clothes, black jazz shoes
or slip-ons. NO BAGGY T-SHIRTS OR DANCE SNEAKERS

e Tap: Black tap shoes and any dance clothes except pants. TINY
TAPPERS are to use elastics (noft ribbons) on tap shoes

o Lyrical & Modern: leotards, dance shorts, foot undies or bare feet

o Hip Hop: Loose fitting clothes, dance sneakers, and regular (no
tread) sneakers. NO street shoes

e Progressive Movement: Pink or white ballet slippers, any color leotard
and tights or dance clothes



Payments/Fees

We send our invoices via email. You must be sure your contact
information is up to date.

You may mail payment, pay online or pay in our studio during business
hours by leaving a check or cash in one of our 2 tuition boxes. We accept
all methods of payment. Checks should be made payable to “Dance
Express of Tolland, LLC.” Please note invoice #s when making payment.
All payments must be received on or before the due dates to avoid a $20
late fee. THERE ARE NO GRACE PERIODS. There is a $35 fee for any
returned checks. Please see our payment schedules for reference. There
is a $30 Registration Fee charged per child (not per class) and is due
before the first class begins. Registrations received on/before August 15t
will receive a $5 discount. Recital tickets will not be sold to families with
outstanding balances. Withdrawals must be made IN WRITING TO THE
OFFICE 2 WEEKS IN ADVANCE.

COSTUME/VENUE FEES ARE DUE IN FULL BY OCTOBER 15

Costumes will not be distributed until paid, and there are no refunds after
the purchase has been made. Venue fees are $25/dancer to cover the
cost of building rental for recital rehearsals and performances. Students
will be measured during the month of October, and 2-3 inches will be
added for growth. The costume fees are as follows:

No refund or credit will be
given for missed classes including those cancelled due to inclement
weather or withdrawals. The 2022-2023 schedule has 2 “snow days” built
in. The studio may also offer Zoom classes.

Trophies are awarded to those who have danced consecutively for 5,
10, or 15 years. They are handed out during classes in the spring. Their
names are also acknowledged in the recital program, and s/he will be
recognized during Intermission.
