May 11, 2023 Program: Roxane Lessa, “What
Every Quilter Needs To Know Before They

Sew” trunk show and lecture.

Roxane was a professional ballet dancer before she
transitioned to the visual arts. She has shown her
work nationally and internationally and most recent-
ly won the Niche Award in 2012 for Decorative Fi-
ber. Her specialty is custom textile art for home or
business. Roxane enjoys the custom design process,
and works in a client-focused way, emphasizing
communication and follow-up with both client and
designer during the whole process. Her work has
been purchased for private collections and for the
Duke School of Nursing in Durham, NC. Her inspi-
ration comes from many sources: botanicals, land-
scapes, Italy, water, and galaxies. Sensual color, lines,

and textures are a common thread.

Currently, she teaches fiber arts here in North Caroli-
na for quilt guilds and at the prestigious Houston
International Quilt Festival. She has appeared on
Quilting Arts TV and written for numerous quilting
arts publications. Her work has appeared in several
books on art quilting, most recently, Art Quilts Inter-

national, Abstract & Geometric.
