Attention ARC members: If you have prediabetes or other risk factors for Type 2 Diabetes, the National Diabetes Prevention Program can help! This free, year-long program offers: CDC-approved curriculum, Trained lifestyle coach to guide and encourage you, Support from other participants with similar goals, Education and tools to manage stress, develop a healthier diet, lose weight and be more physically active. Following the informational session on July 7th, a new DPP program will begin with classes on July 21st and 28th at 9 AM.
