"An Overview of Palm Beach County Archaeology"

Davenport is Palm Beach County's Archaeologist. He is responsible
for the management of 211 archaeological resources, 51 archaeo-
logical conservation zones, eight historically designated structures,
and three eligible historic districts. Daily responsibilities include
grant application reviews; historic resource reviews for ORO; public
outreach; processing historic tax exemptions; liaison between the
Historic Resource Review Board (HRRB) and the state; managing
the county's CLG program (NHPA Sec 101); coordinate interdepart-
mental management of historic resources; maintain, update and
interpret the county's database (map) of known historic resources;
conduct building permit reviews for construction on archaeological sites; document histor-
ic structures and determine their significance prior to demolition manage the archaeologi-
cal intern program, with 14 interns and upwards of 30 volunteers.
