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About the Program and Its Professional Accreditation
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This program is an SCFHS-accredited Specialized Professional Program, not a
short Continuing Medical Education (CME) course. It is a comprehensive
professional training pathway that includes theoretical, practical, and
supervised clinical components, where trainees personally treat real patients
over a two-year period. Upon successful completion of all requirements and
assessments, the Saudi Commission for Health Specialties (SCFHS) issues a
Certificate of Competency, which is automatically registered in the
practitioner’s professional classification, thereby granting official recognition
and licensing eligibility to perform dental implant procedures within the
trainee’s specialty scope.

However, clinical privileges are granted solely by the Clinical Privileging
Committee at the practitioner’s healthcare institution, based on professional
classification and internal evaluation. Thus, this program represents a formal,
accredited professional qualification leading to registration and licensure.
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This specialized professional program is designed to equip
participants with advanced surgical and prosthetic skills in
implant dentistry, ensuring predictable, evidence-based
outcomes.
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The program is structured within a Competency-Based
Education (CBE) framework, integrating theory, simulation-
based training, and supervised patient care.
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Critical gaps have been identified in understanding biological

and biomechanical principles, prosthetically driven planning,
risk assessment, and complication management.
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¢ By the end of the program, trainees will demonstrate
comprehensive knowledge of biological and biomechanical
principles guiding implant surgery and prosthetic restoration by
scoring at least 8 0 % on the written theoretical assessment.

¢ Within the preclinical phase, trainees will achieve proficiency in
implant placement simulation, surgical protocols, and digital
implant planning by successfully completing all simulated
procedures with a minimum score of 8 0 %.

® During clinical training, trainees will apply sound clinical
judgment in case selection, implant positioning, prosthetic
design, and complication management, achieving competent
ratings in all of supervised patient cases.
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To ensure the training program meets its objectives effectively,
several targeted outcomes have been established. Trainees will
consistently demonstrate comprehensive knowledge of implant
surgical and prosthetic principles, evidenced by accurate diagnosis,
case selection, and evidence-based treatment planning for single,
partial, and full-arch implant restorations. They will show
proficiency in surgical implant placement, soft and hard tissue
management, and prosthetic restoration using both conventional
and digital workflows. Additionally, trainees will exhibit
competency in executing biologically sound and prosthetically
driven techniques, ensuring predictable osseointegration, proper
function, and esthetics of implant-supported restorations, while
minimizing complications and optimizing long-term outcomes.
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Target Group & Admission Requirements
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Target Group: Licensed dental specialists/consultants in Oral and
maxillofacial Surgery, Periodontics, Prosthodontics, Restorative
Dentistry, Advanced General Dentistry and Family Dentistry.
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Admission requirements: Postgraduate dental qualification, valid
license, CV and interview.
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The program offers flexibility in both duration and content, allowing
completion in one year with flexible schedule, with the option to
extend up to two years for those requiring additional time to meet
clinical requirements. Importantly, the curriculum is tailored to
individual learning needs in line with international trends in modern
medical and dental education, which emphasize competency-based,
level-specific training. For example, a prosthodontist may focus only
on the surgical component, while an oral and maxillofacial surgeon
may focus only on the prosthetic component - both may complete the
program within one year. In contrast, an advanced general dentistry
specialist requires training in both surgical and prosthetic
components, potentially extending the program up to two years.

case report forms.

® A short online interview will be conducted to review and
discuss the submitted cases.

® Renewal is processed through the Academy for a fee.
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The specialized professional programs are classified under the
Professional Certification Support Program by the Human Resources
Development Fund (HRDF - "Hadaf"), which allows eligible trainees to
reclaim program fees after successful completion, subject to HRDF's
specific terms and conditions.

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Question: I'm a general dentist. Can I register for this program?
Answer: Unfortunately, no. This program is designed exclusively for specialists and consultants in oral and
maxillofacial surgery, periodontics, prosthodontics, restorative dentistry, family dentistry, and advanced
general dentistry, as it involves advanced clinical training that requires prior specialty-level experience.
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Question: I'm a consultant in one of the targeted specialties. Would this program grant me clinical
privileges in dental implant practice?
Answer: The program is accredited by the Saudi Commission for Health Specialties (SCFHS) and includes, as
per SCFHS requirements, theoretical, practical, and supervised clinical training where the trainee personally
treats patients over a two-year period. Upon successful completion, a Certificate of Competency is issued by
SCFHS and automatically recorded in the participant’s professional classification.
However, clinical privileges are granted by the Clinical Privileging Committee at your healthcare institution
based on your professional classification and internal evaluation. Neither the Academy nor SCFHS grants or
determines these privileges, as this responsibility lies solely with your employing institution.
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Question: I'm a prosthodontics consultant and wish to focus only on the surgical aspect. Is that possible?
Answer: Yes. The program is flexible and tailored to match each trainee’s background, knowledge, and
clinical experience. Following an initial assessment and approval of an individualized training plan, the
curriculum can be adapted to focus primarily on the surgical component for those already proficient in the
prosthetic aspect, ensuring compliance with SCFHS accreditation standards.
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Question: Does this program contribute to my promotion or add implant dentistry as a subspecialty in my
professional classification?
Answer: No. Thie specialized professional programs are designed to train and certify practitioners in a
specific clinical skill (such as dental implantology) and does not result in a higher professional rank or a new
subspecialty classification. Advancement in classification or recognition of a subspecialty can only be
obtained through accredited specialty programs, such as the Saudi Fellowship/Board or equivalent
recognized qualifications.
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Question: What is the difference between this program and Continuing Medical Education (CME) courses?
Answer: CME courses are generally short-term educational sessions (ranging from one day to a few days)
that provide general scientific updates and award continuing education hours to all attendees, but they are
not recorded in the professional classification.

In contrast, Specialized Professional Programs are comprehensive and long-term programs that include
structured theoretical, practical, and clinical components, requiring participants to treat real patients
under supervision. Certification is granted only upon successful completion of assessments, and the
Certificate of Competency is officially granted by SCFHS and registered in the professional classification of
the practitioner.

Question: Can I adjust the schedule according to my personal circumstances?
Answer: Attendance is mandatory for all components of the program, including theoretical, practical,
clinical, and assessment sessions. However, the program offers flexible scheduling options designed to
accommodate each trainee’s personal circumstances as much as possible while maintaining the integrity
and requirements of the training.
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Question: Can I pay the program fees in installments?

Answer: Yes, installment payments are available under a flexible plan: an initial registration fee of
5,0 0 0 SAR, followed by a first payment of 3 0,0 0 0 SAR, then monthly installments of 7,0 0 0
SAR in order to complete within five months from the start of the program.
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Question: Can get HRDF support for this program?
