Dear Annette, 
 
Thank you so much for your heartfelt message and for sharing this sacred journey of 
faith you are walking. Your decision to come out of Babylon and pursue God’s truth 
with boldness and humility is a powerful testimony to the Holy Spirit working in your 
life. 
 
What It Means to Come Out of Babylon 
 
The call to “Come out of her, My people” (Revelation 18:4) is a loving, divine plea from 
God to separate from confusion, from false teachings, and from systems that 
misrepresent His character—especially regarding worship, judgment, and salvation. 
Babylon represents a mixture of truth and error, and one of its most painful lies is the 
teaching of eternal conscious torment, a doctrine that contradicts the loving, just, and 
merciful character of God. 
 
You are absolutely right—this teaching drives people away from Jesus instead of 
drawing them close. The Bible says clearly, “The wages of sin is death” (Romans 6:23), 
not unending torture. God’s justice is final, not forever tormenting. He is a God of mercy 
and grace, not a cruel tyrant. The truth sets us free (John 8:32). 
 
Your spiritual discernment is growing, and that’s something to praise God for. 
 
You Are Not Alone 
 
You are not alone in this walk. Just like you, many are hearing God’s voice calling them 
out of confusion and into His marvelous light. We will be praying for you as you write to 
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your former church with grace and truth. Ask the Holy Spirit to guide your words. 
Remember, your goal is not to argue, but to witness lovingly to the character of God.
