West Palm Beach, FL.- Todd Essick, local resident and artist was named one of
the Top 10 underwater photographers in the world by a premier German scuba
diving magazine. Unterwasser (underwater) Magazine, known for their
photography editing and usage, made the announcement in January’s issue.
Essick became aware of the honor bestowed upon him while attending the
BOOT 2005 (boat) Show in Dusseldorf, Germany, from where he just returned.
