The executive board meeting was called to order at 10:10am.

Francis Valera made a motion, seconded by Betsy Hodson, to approve the financial report for June 22, 2021. There was no discussion, all in favor and none opposed; motion carried.

Betsy Hodson made a motion, seconded by Francis Valera, to approve the minutes from the May 11, 2021 board meeting. There was no discussion, all in favor and none opposed; motion carried.
Board member and committee chair reports
(Members and committees not mentioned had nothing to report)
VAST coordinator Janice Pulver sent out a survey for the mid-season meeting: in person vs virtual, date, and location.  Results will be sent out to the members soon.
Student competition committee chair Jay Kiser said that the Tour de Skeeter went really well. There were 31 registrations and 5 sponsorships.  After expenses, TdS made $857.  This was the most successful TdS yet.  In the future, they are thinking of having the event in October to avoid the heat.
Information committee co-chair Francis Valera said the Spring Skeeter was published and looks good; lots of great articles.  An email with a call for articles will be sent out in July for the Summer Skeeter. Tim said he will ask for Joe Andrews’ memorial service information and that can be put into this edition. 
TMVCC President Ann Herring said she would like to have 2021’s first meeting in September.  There is still a lot of questions regarding who can come and what cities will allow their people to go.  VAST is having a meeting in July and this may give them some insight.  Tim said Portsmouth is allowing meeting like this.  
Special awards committee: Tim was asked if he notified chair Jennifer Barritt about the discussion that took place last meeting regarding the Dr. Harrison Award and the changes to the logo on the other awards.  Tim said he would let her know ASAP.  
Technical advisory committee chair Charles Abadam said he still needs to get the pricing and details together for the proposed purchasing of A/V equipment.

Local arrangements committee chair Charles Abadam has nothing to report.  Tim asked if any decision or details have been worked up for the 2023 conference.  Charles said he is still interested in Downtown Norfolk but parking details need to be worked out. In case there are any problems, it was suggested to wait until after the 2022 conference.  

For 2022, Charles asked how we wanted handle the virtual option.  Francis suggested that if we offer a virtual option, we have it so only the in person attendees are able to receive VDACS credit.  Jay said that VDACS might not even offer credit for virtual attendance this time around. Tim and Francis suggested charging a descent price for the virtual option to encourage in person attendance.  Charles was asked to check on the historical room and see if one is available, how much it might cost, and if it counts towards out room nights.
Unfinished business
· Last meeting when VMCA’s renewal for AMCA sustaining membership was voted on, Jay messed up on the price.  The price has gone up $525 to $675. Jay Kiser made a motion, seconded by Francis Valera, to renew VMCA’s sustaining membership with AMCA for $675 and have Jay Kiser remain as the contact getting the regular membership. There was no discussion, all in favor and none opposed; motion carried.

· Bylaws updates: Jay said he would like to wait on this discussion until all the board members are present.  Jay will send out an email to the board to get the discussion started.  The board can then decide to vote via email or at the next board meeting.

New Business
· Jay suggested changing the day of the week for the VMCA board meetings.  Tuesday morning is his busiest time of the week.  Jay would like a Monday or Friday morning instead. Several other board members agreed with the suggestion. Tim decided to have the next meeting on July 19, 2021 from 10am to 12pm. If that date doesn’t work, he will try the 12th. 
Jay Kiser made a motion, seconded by Betsy Hodson, to adjourn the meeting at 10:57am, all in favor, none opposed.
