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York County Update

Around this time every year, as the mosquito season (hopefully) winds down, York County's
Chief of Mosquito Control, Tom Gallagher, takes stock of the mosquito season and the efforts
made during the year to inform and educate the public about these flying pests. "Over the
years, our outreach efforts have shifted focus," Gallagher says. "With changing technology,
we've started to rely on the Internet and providing
information electronically,”" but there's one out-
reach program which was established in the year
2000 that we may have tweaked a bit, but will
keep pretty much as it is. The award winning pro-
gram he's referring to is the Mosquito Beater pro-
gram in which Gallagher each spring provides a
40-minute awareness and prevention presentation
to over 800 third grade students from the county's
10 elementary schools. The program combines a
"Jo-Jo the Mosquito" video, a lively question and
answer segment that follows a "Wheel of Fortune"
theme to reinforce what was learned, and a follow-
up poster contest in which prizes are awarded. "We encourage all of the third graders to sub-
mit a poster in the contest," he adds. Of the many colorful posters received from the little
Skeeter Beaters, one winner is chosen from each school based on mosquito prevention and
creativity. One winner is chosen from each school and is visited in their classroom and pre-
sented with a $25 gift card from Barnes & Noble. In addition, one winner is chosen out of the
10 school winners and that student is presented with an additional $25 gift card. Every child
that participates in the poster contest is given a "Certificate of Achievement" from Mr. Gal-
lagher for participating in the contest. Gallagher always emphasizes to the students that it's
important to get involved and the Certificate of Achievement is a small token of appreciation
for those who make an effort to participate. "This Mosquito Beater awareness and Preven-
tion program has proven very effective over the years for over 9,500 students and was recog-
nized with a national achievement award in 2005 as being innovative," Gallagher says. "But
the biggest acknowledgement of all are
the stories we hear from children and
their parents who say that the student
went home from school and involved

= their family in backyard mosquito pre-
vention by eliminating mosquito breed-
ing situations in their yards.

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Portsmouth Update

More manmade mosquito breeding habitats.

Well, the EPA has done it again; regulations intended to reduce rainwater infiltration into
sanitary sewer systems will be impacting mosquito control activities. Many localities are re-
quired to install caps or covers on sanitary sewer manholes. The simplest design is a stain-
less steel pan that drops in under the manhole cover. These stainless steel caps are a perfect
mosquito breeding habitat. Over 3,000 covers have been installed in the City of Portsmouth,
as of October 1, 2012. Spot-checks have revealed several actively breeding Culex within a
few months after installation. I would not be surprised to see other species, including Ae. al-
bopictus, exploiting this habitat in the near future.

Prince William County Update

The Gypsy Moth and Mosquito Control (GMMC) Branch of Prince William County’s Depart-
ment of Public Works has been awarded a Governor’s Technology Award at the Common-
wealth of Virginia Innovative Technology Symposium (COVITS) in Richmond. The category for
the award was Innovative Use of Technology in Local Government.

The award recognized a customized mobile field data management system used by the GMMC
Branch. The field inspection and data collection mobile application uses iPad2 tablets to
streamline its daily inspection workflows. The application is user-friendly and allows the field
user to:

* Complete an inspection,

* Set a recurring site visit date via a GPS-enabled map interface,

* Generate a reminder for the site visit on his or her personalized dashboard,

+ Assign citizen requests to specific field users in real-time,

* Work in an occasionally-connected or disconnected scenario, where an internet connection is
not available or is limited.

The application also has an in-office Web based desktop component that enables production of
executive reports, graphs, charts, and real-time field summary data. The field mobile solution
1s built using HTMLS5, JavaScript, and CSS3, and is hosted in the cloud.

Winners were determined by a distinguished panel of government information technology (IT)
experts. For 16 years, the Governor’s Technology Awards program has recognized public sector
IT projects that have improved government service delivery and efficiency. A record number of
entries were received for judges’ consideration this year.

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Aedes aegyptiin DC

Aedes aegypti Larvae Collected from same Washington D.C. Location in
Two Consecutive Years

Back in October of 2011, I was visiting a friend’s house in Capitol Hill neighborhood of Washington DC (SE).
While in his rented English basement, I swatted a mosquito by hand that flew up from underneath his couch.
Like many of the folks reading this, my goal when swatting a flying mosquito is to kill or stun it while minimiz-
ing damage and allowing its identification. I expected to see an Aedes albopictus female, but what I found in-
stead surprised me. I was looking at an adult female Ae. aegypti. One can imagine how I excitedly explained to
my friend that this mosquito is simply not supposed to be in DC, and that this warranted further exploration.
One can also imagine that this excitement and enthusiasm was completely lost on my friend. He begrudgingly
showed me into the backyard, where I immediately found a small square ornamental fountain about the size of a
desk calendar, containing a few inches of water. I collected both Culex and Aedes larvae from the fountain, and
took them back to my lab on Monday to perform the ID. In the sample, there were several Ae. aegypti larvae,
along with Ae. albopictus and Cx. restuans.

On Monday I called Josh Smith from Fairfax County Health department to have him confirm the ID. Once I was
sure we were looking at aegypti, I called Maria Hille of the DC health department and explained the find. Josh
accompanied me (as an interested party on unofficial business) to meet with Maria Hille in DC a couple of days
later. We scoured a one-block radius and found Ae. aegypti in two other locations: a multi-tiered fountain a few
houses down from my friend’s fountain, and a garbage can in a back alley. Maria left literature with citizens
about ways that they could eliminate standing water in their neighborhood to reduce Ae. albopictus populations.
In total, on October 25th, 2011, we found Ae. aegypti in three locations in a one-block radius of the original
source.

Since it was late October, I made a mental note to return the following summer to see if any of the population
survived the winter (as Ae. aegypti eggs are not known to survive winters in the northeast). DC and the sur-
rounding metro area proceeded to have the mildest astronomical winter on record, with average temperatures
about 5 degrees F above normal. The number of days below freezing was unprecedented.

Summer of 2012 arrived, and around the 4th of July I prepared to head into DC and check my friend’s fountain
again. He told me that it was not worth coming out to take a look, as he had “taken care of the problem by pour-
on September 26th, 2012, I visited my friend to attend a hip-hop show in DC. I figured I'd at least check his back-
yard, and to my surprise there were Anopheles, Culex, and Aedes larvae in modest numbers inside his square
fountain. This spurred me to take a look at the neighbor’s multi-tiered fountain down the street. The water was
still that same lovely tea color, and full of leaf debris and other organic goodies. As I shined my headlamp into
the dark water, Aedes larvae teemed before my eyes. I collected a small sample and headed off to the show.

The next day in my lab, I was shocked to find that Ae. aegypti showed up in the samples from BOTH locations.
In fact, they were present in about a 50/50 ratio with Ae. albopictus from both sites. So although I still don’t
have direct evidence that Ae. aegypti eggs overwintered in these two locations, finding them in the exact same
locations 11 months apart sure points to the fact that it is possible.

This is a high-income street only a couple blocks from the Capitol Building and Library of Congress, where the
average row house yields about $1 million. There is an abandoned building on the block between the two sites
that is in total disrepair, which may provide additional larval and adult habitat for Ae. aegypti to overwinter in
this small DC microcosm. A veritable army of cats patrol the property, and may provide an important source of
blood for our little Ae. aegypti friends to locate an easy meal. Maria Hille hopes to perform an inspection of the
house site and trap the location next summer (BG sentinel), provided she can get permission to do so. Hopefully
this will yield some additional data on the question of whether Ae. aegypti can potentially overwinter in Wash-
ington, D.C. under the right local conditions. I fully plan on checking these sites again during the spring and
summer of 2013 to see if there is a small overwintering population of this medically important mosquito near
the steps of the Capitol Building.
