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Proposed changes to the VMCA By-Laws

Article XIII, Section 1 states that changes to the bylaws must be approved by the executive board
and sent to the membership at least 30 days prior to the annual meeting. Below are the changes to
the bylaws recommended by the board. These will be discussed and voted on at the annual meeting;
a 2/3 vote of the members present is needed for passage. In the amended section below, additions
are indicated in bold, red text.

Article V Officers and Committees
Section 1. Officers

A. The association officers shall consist of the president, president elect, vice president,
first vice president, secretary treasurer, and current past president. The MAMCA repre-
sentative, Sustaining member/Industry representative and TMVCC chairperson are
special non-voting officers. Amended Feb. 14, 1997.

Article VII. Nomination and Election of Officers

Section 1. Nominating Committee. The nominating committee shall be established annu-
ally and will be chaired by the current or serving past president.

Section 2. The nominating committee shall submit to the executive committee its nomina-
tion(s) for each office to be filled in the ensuing year. All nominations, including write-in candi-
dates, shall carry the consent of the nominee and assurance that they will serve if elected.

Sections 3. The nominating committee chairperson shall prepare an election ballot con-

taining the names of the nominees for offices with space for write-in candidates for each office.
The ballot shall:

e Be reviewed and approved by the VMCA executive board and sent to all voting members at
least six weeks prior to the annual meeting.

e Automatically contain the name of the President Elect as a nominee for the office of Presi-
dent.

e Contain at least two qualified candidates for the office of First Vice President.

e Voting must be completed before 5:00 PM the day before the annual business meeting.

New voting members or voting members who have not completed the voting process will be able
to do so at the annual meeting. In the case of a tie for any elected office, the election shall be
decided by the majority vote of the voting members present at the annual business meeting.
There will be no nominations from the floor during the business meeting.

Section 4. The sustaining members shall select a representative to sit on the
Executive Board for a two year term.

Rationale: The Board would like to include a sustaining member/industry representative on the
Executive Board. The rep should have a two-year term to be selected by the sustaining mem-
bers and approved and appointed by the Board. The sustaining member rep would be a non-
voting member of the board.
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Jorge R. Arias
1943-2014

On September 12, 2014, Dr. Jorge Arias left this world for his heav-
enly home where he can rest and find peace.

Jorge was born on May 12, 1943, in Charlottesville, VA, to Teodoro
and Una Scott Arias. He grew up in Panama and graduated from
high school in Maryland. He earned a B.A. (1966) in Pre-Medical
Sciences and an M.Sc. (1969) in Biology from Whittier College, and
a Ph.D. (1973) in Entomology from the University of California,
Riverside. For 40 years, Dr. Arias was recognized around the world
as an outstanding entomologist committed to protecting public
health. Throughout his career, he strived for excellence in every-
thing he did and expected nothing but the best from himself and
those around him. He devoted much of his professional career to
young biologists, entomologists and scientists through ongoing ef-
forts in the areas of staff and program development. He was a won-
derful friend, mentor, and colleague to many and will be remem-
bered as a respected entomologist with a great sense of humor. He
was fluent in Spanish, Brazilian Portuguese, and English.

His work took him into the jungles of Brazil where he set up research and training labs for the Instituto
Nacional de Pesquisas da Amazonia (INPA). He also led a research team at INPA who studied the biolo-
gy, ecology, and epidemiology phlebotomine sandflies, triatomine bugs, cutaneous leishmaniasis, and
trypanosomiasis in the Amazon basin. This work led to numerous publications and editorial work. He
later began a career at the Pan American Health Organization (PAHO), which took him to posts in Pan-
ama, Brazil, and Venezuela. His work at PAHO covered a variety of vector-borne diseases including ma-
laria, leishmaniasis, lymphatic filariasis, and Chagas disease. His career at PAHO ultimately brought
him to Washington, DC. While posted in the USA, he was responsible for working on policies related to
prevention and control of West Nile, dengue, and leishmaniasis in Latin America and the Caribbean. He
retired from PAHO in 2003 and shortly thereafter began his second career at the Fairfax County Health
Department. He established a West Nile surveillance program and also helped create a robust outreach
and educational program during his tenure there. Dr. Arias was a frequent contributor to The Skeeter
and presenter at the Virginia Mosquito Control Association’s Annual Meeting. He was always engaged
at the meetings and was a frequent participant in many lively discussions. He retired from Fairfax
County in 2013.

Throughout his career, Dr. Arias was a member of several scientific societies including American Mos-
quito Control Association, the Mid-Atlantic Mosquito Association (MAMCA), and the VMCA. He was a
regular reviewer of JAMCA articles for several years and received the AMCA’s 2011 Volunteer of the
Year Award for his contributions to vector-borne disease outreach efforts. Other recognitions included a
meritorious service award from INPA and various awards from PAHO, including the Director Award,
which is the highest individual award in the organization. He was an honorary member of the VM CA
and was the recipient of both the VMCA and MAMCA R.E. Dorer Awards, which is the highest honor in
each of those organizations. He had at least 16 insects named in his honor. He also received various
awards and recognitions from the Fairfax County, including an Outstanding Performance Award.

Even with all his professional accomplishments, Dr. Arias would always say that his greatest achieve-
ment and pride was his family. He married the love of his life, Kathy, in 1971. She was his life partner,
his research assistant, and his best friend for over 40 years. They had many adventures together and
created many memories as a family. He is survived by Kathy; their four children, David, Ana, Sara and
Tamara; three children-in-law; eight grandchildren; two siblings; and his mother-in-law. (cont. next page)

the center and would often volunteer his time at the center.

What’s That? Answer

THAT is one of the mosquitoes recently reported to be
on the move. It is an Aedes notoscriptus. Normally found in
Australia, Ae. notoscriptus was discovered in Los Angeles
County, California, this summer. This mosquito has a scu-
tal pattern easily confused with Aedes aegypti, but Ae. no-
toscriptus has a pale band of scales on its proboscis. In Aus- -
tralia, it is an important vector of dog heartworm and sev- /
eral arboviruses. More details may be found on ProMed.

This year, Photo from http:/medent.usyd.edu.au
the mosquito continues to expand its range in that state,
showing up this past October in San Diego County. A recent paper in PLoS Neglected Tropical
Diseases suggests that these populations were introduced from the Southeastern United States.

Yet another mosquito that has been expanding its range is the European West Nile virus
vector Culex modestus. Last seen in the Kent region of England in 1945, Cx. modestus was col-
lected from the area in 2010, and seems to be slowly
spreading in that area. A 2012 paper in Parasites and
Vectors describes the collections.

While Cx. modestus is common in central and southern
Europe, it had never been collected in Denmark, until this
summer. During August, residents of a suburb of Copen-
hagen reported frequent bites by this mosquito, which can
also vector Usutu virus (another F. lavwlrus) and has been
1implicated in others.
