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Virginia Exotic Species

The following is noted on the Virginia Department of Conservation & Recreation, Invasive
Species Working Group’s web page (http://www.dcr.virginia.gov/natural_heritage/vaisc/about.htm):

The Virginia General Assembly passed legislation in 2009 that established the state's
commitment to addressing the invasive species that threaten the Commonwealth. This
commitment to addressing invasive species in Virginia is through cooperation and coor-
dination of government agencies, the business community, conservation organizations,
and public citizens. The legislation directs the Secretaries of Natural Resources and Ag-
riculture and Forestry to "coordinate the development of strategic actions to be taken by
the Commonuwealth, individual state and federal agencies, private business, and land-
owners related to invasive species prevention, early detection and rapid response, control
and management, research and risk assessment, and education and outreach."

In the minds of many mosquito and vector-control specialists, there appears to be a glar-
ing lack of attention placed on our species of concern, including Aedes albopictus. For many
citizens across the Commonwealth, there is no other invasive species that impacts their fami-
ly during the summer months more than the Asian tiger mosquito.

We have often asked the question: “Why isn’t there more attention given to invasive vec-
tor species?” The combination of responses often leave us shaking our heads...“the horse is
already out of the barn, there’s nothing that we can do now” or “It seems the Health Depart-
ment would be handling this issue”. Whatever the response, it is our responsibility as public
health and vector-control specialists to push for greater recognition of exotic vector species.
We should push for collaboration with other established groups, outside of the vector control
community, to help spread our message.

The VMCA has accomplished a great step with the establishment of Virginia’s Exotic Mos-
quito Vector Survey. Let’s continue in that effort and start collaboration with those well es-
tablished groups that can help us educate the public about becoming “MOSQUITO
SMART“communities.

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Suffolk Update

On December 22, 2011, Suffolk received a call from Sean Kelly of DCLS concerning a pool of
Culiseta melanura that we found positive for EEE using the Vectest dipsticks. We had been waiting
for DCLS to report any PCR results from this sample, and we were notified that the pool was, in fact,
positive for EEE. They confirmed the pool using PCR, and Sean Kelly said it was undeniable that it
was positive for EEE. This is exciting news for Suffolk and also for the Vectest testing strips. We are
aware that mosquitoes raised in the lab and inoculated with EEE have produced EEE positive Vec-
test strips, but there has never been any wild mosquito samples from the field that have been identi-
fied as being positive for EEE using VecTest testing strips.

On October 27, 2011, we set traps in the Great Dismal Swamp. They were collected on October 28
and speciated as normal. I decided not to test because the number of pools that we received that day
were minimal so testing would resume the following Monday. Not being very attentive on a Friday
afternoon at the end of the work day, I forgot to put the samples in the refrigerator over the weekend.
So Friday’s samples were left out in room temperature for two days. On Monday, Jay Kiser, my biolo-
gist, realized that the pools were left out over the weekend and placed them in the refrigerator that
morning. Other responsibilities kept me from testing the pools this day, so I made it a priority to test
the pools on Tuesday. The results from the tests showed a positive line on the dipstick, but, being a
skeptic of the EEE testing strip up to this point, I was very critical of this line. Both Jay and I veri-
fied the result with another testing strip. The strip came up positive again, but much more faintly.
With our suspicions looming, I was dead set on having the sample verified via PCR by DCLS. The
pool tested was number 813, and it contained 46 Cs. melanura. It was tested using the WNV/EEE/
SLE Vectest testing strip and came up positive for two different strips. The sample was sent to
DCLS, and it took two months before we knew anything.

After it was verified the sample was deemed a selective agent. Having this distinction is wrought
with various regulations that I did not think would complicate anything, but it was something to con-
sider. I was asked by DCLS to describe how I handled the sample from the surveillance trap to the
final Vectest testing vial. I wasn’t aware that precautions had to be taken because, at the time of pro-
cessing, we weren’t aware that the sample was positive. The main point to the questioning was to
make sure that we had not exposed ourselves to the virus. I did not believe we did, and the all ques-
tions were quelled. The sample was then marked to be destroyed within 7 days of our results because
of its select agent status. This rule factors out any further testing that an institution can perform on
the test and stops any further knowledge you can gain from testing for viral load or sequencing. Se-
lect agents at this point are only able to be taken away from destruction if they are handled and re-
ceived by an institution that is federally approved to hold select agents such as EEE. Luckily with
the connection I made with Alexandra Spring I was able to find an institution that would take the
sample, and we are in the process of getting the sample sequenced to determine the identity of the
virus using its RNA sequence and comparing this data to all known sequences in GenBank. If it is
verified in this way, it would be the second confirmation that the sample is, in fact, positive for EEE
and the third type of testing that acknowledged the presence of EEE in the sample.

What is interesting is that it was the last week that I was to test any pools, and it was in the se-
cond to last testing group. It is also a late positive coming at the end of October. To say that we are
excited is an understatement.
