Prompt:

2. Direct Instruction (10 minutes)
Key Concepts:
e Slavery as the central conflict
e Failed compromises (1820, 1850, 1854)
e Secession and formation of the Confederacy
¢ Lincoln’s primary goal: preserve the Union first, end slavery as the war evolved

¢ Emancipation Proclamation reframes the war

e Gettysburg Address
e “House Divided” speech
¢ Lincoln’s reflections on leadership and slavery
