India
From Pastor Santosh Kunduru in Andhra Pradesh:
“We praise God for His blessings and your support, which have allowed us to accomplish so
much in 2024. Through Jehovah Jireh Ministries, we now have:
e A new 4-wheel vehicle enabling us to reach distant villages.
e A beautiful Prayer & Conference Center equipped with chairs, tables, and a sound system,
now serving as a hub for training pastors and hosting conferences.
e 3full-time pastors leading 45 churches supported by 60 local pastors.

Best of all, over 500 people have come to Christ this year, and 51 have been baptized. We have
preached two to three times per week, reaching souls across the region. None of this would be
possible without your prayers and giving. We are forever grateful.”

From Pastor Lugman Patris in Faisalabad:

“Praise God for His mighty work in Pakistan. Through JJM, over 20,000 people have come to
Christ this year, including 577 in the last three months. We have baptized over 500 and continue
to feed and care for the needy, including 70 families and 50 children at a brick kiln. Our Prayer &
Conference Center hosts 100 attendees weekly, and our monthly crusades bring many to faith.
God is opening doors for new work in Karachi, and we are preparing for evangelistic crusades in
March 2025.

New U.S. Outreach: Disaster Relief

God has also opened a new door for JJM in the U.S. We’ve launched an emergency relief ministry responding
to disasters with hot meals, supplies, and cleanup efforts. This exciting new initiative has already allowed us to
serve in East Tennessee twice bringing hope to those in need.

Exciting Developments for 2025

Discipleship Books: Three books authored by Pastor Ralph—Foundations of Faith, The Romans Road, and
Revelation Unveiled—will be published in 2025. These will be translated into Hindi, Telugu, Urdu, and Punjabi
to equip believers in India and Pakistan.

Bible College: JJM Bible College will launch with locations in India and Pakistan, offering 2- and 4-year
degrees. Students will receive free online materials, tablets, and systematic training in theology and Christian
doctrine.

Doors may be opening for us to take the gospel to the Punjabi people in Dubai and Germany.

The Heart of Missions Devotion
