+ HISTORY *

Built in 1881 by William Algie as the Beaver Knitting Mill,
the structure was largely destroyed by fire in 1908 but
rebuilt.

Industrial Past: It produced wool, then later, under the
Western Rubber Company, manufactured items for WWII,
including condoms and gloves.

wThe "Ice" (Waterpower & Location): It was water-powered
until982, sitting directly on the Shaw's Creek, which
remains a central feature.

The Festival's Birth: The Fire & Ice Festival grew from the
"Mill Pond Classic" hockey tournament, originally a
fundraiser for the rehabilitation of the mill pond, which
started around 2010.

Modern Tradition: The festival, held in late January/early
February, now includes a "burn" of a major fire sculpture,
typically de5|gned by artists like Paul Morin or Brian Oates,

" serving as a "piéce de resistance" for the event.

The Mill was restored starting in the
late 1980s by Jeremy and Jordan
Grant and officially transformed into
an Arts Centre by 2009 blending the
heritage of the site with contemporary
art and culture
