Co Pres and P-Elect – Dr. Mike opened explaining that Marybeth 
had to skip tonight meeting due to family medical issues.  She is ok but other things 
created a conflict.  
 
Update on Heinrich Fischer – he is at the Rehab center – (Formerly Baptist Home). He did 
fracture his hip but is ok and they are working on it.  He is now working on rehab probably 
for a week or so.  He has his phone, call or send him a note, or drop by to visit.  Dave 
Scheirer was up today to see him.  It took a few minutes to be guided to his room, but 
Heinrich’s spirits seemed “ok” considering it all!

He then asked for guests to be welcomed.    Officially welcoming Bradford Barry – 
(inducted at our Rotary December 1 meeting.)  He has been to a number of meetings but, 
Dr. Mike was pleased to welcome him officially to our evening meeting.  Brad made a few 
comments to the club about his background.  Very happy to join the club and meet more of 
the members!   
 
Stacey Thompson was then re-introduced. She joined us at the Village Inn previously and 
announced their winter coat collection efforts for Evergreen East.  She thanked us for our 
hospitality and the many coats already collected.  Stacey will present our program for 
tonight with extended information on Evergreen East programs. 
 
Tom Weldgen asked the club for a moment of silence to remember a long term and 
amazing member of District 7120.  Karen Parkhurst, a Victor-Farmington Rotarian, served 
us all Foundation Committee Chair, former District Executive Secretary, and the key 
person in our District for clubs working on District Grants and especially International or 
club grants with multiple clubs and or countries.  She was a tremendous help over the 
years with our own clubs’ programs and was a key instructor at the annual Grant Training 
Seminar. Also, a moment to remember Sister Grace – and the House of Mercy.  We have 
supported the House of Mercy for many years, and have contributed cash, physical help, 
clothing drives for the winter to help homeless, food for meals.  She was a speaker at our 
club meetings multiple times explaining and asking for our help on programs for the 
homeless.  
 
We broke for dinner of meatloaf and garlic mashed potatoes, gravy and vegetables. Apple 
pie for dessert so no salad tonight. 



 
After Dinner – Dr. Mike introduced our program, with background for Stacey Thompson, 
Senior Community Coordinator for Evergreen East.  She works in conjunction with the 
Winn Company – the group redesigned and rebuilt most of the pines after the fire a couple 
years ago in an extensive program.  They are providing subsidized housing to families in 
our area.  
 
Stacey is a member of the Property Management 
Team. She has previous extensive experiences with 
the Sheriff office, Town Supervisor, Fire Department.  
She enjoys working to find and develop better 
resources for the families at the pines.  Stacey 
presented a power point program and reviewed many 
of the programs and services provided at the Pines.  
She thanked us for our ongoing support of the Pines 
and of our Literacy program with Kate Thom.  
 
Stacey explained that most of her community 
contacts are from Rochester city area, and she is 
working to expand her relationships in Fairport and 
Perinton – she needs our help with expanding the 
knowledge base in Fairport – tell our friends and 
associates about Evergreen East and the programs 
provided.  They are always seeking cash support but 
there are also areas where volunteer time to assist 
with programs would be helpful.  Please contact her 
directly if you can help or want to explore further.   
 
She passed around copies of the Monthly newsletter for all residents – this outlines 
programs, calendar, contact people and phone or email information, etc.   There are over 
500 units in the complex and variety of Studio, 2-bedroom, 4-bedroom.  They have over 
1000 children living there now.  After school programs and tutoring programs are being 
offered.  Learning Links is offering free tutoring classes from 6:15 pm to 7:30 pm for 
school aged kids.  Also offering English for adults Wednesdays from 12:30 to 1:30 pm.  
She also passed out a brochure from Connected Communities.org from Boston 
Massachusetts.    Great programs for our community! 
 
Dr. Mike began the 50/50 - Stacey drew the number for small pot $ 13 won by Pieter 
Smeenk.  But when he drew the card for the large pot of $270, it was the 6 of spades, not 
the Queen! 
 



Some Happy Dollars were donated from Dr. Mike and others for several items and for 
Stacey and her program tonight.
