Rental Equipment Instructions
_ Label bag with non permanent identification

__ Make sure all pieces fit and are adjusted before you step on
the ice

__ Keep all straps, buckles and screws tight and in good shape

__ Report any lost or broken equipment immediately

__ Wash socks and jerseys periodically

__Air out equipment after game or practices to keep away
bacteria

__ Wash equipment after season before you turn it back in

____Take any personal items out of the bag before you turn it in
e.g. jock, mouth guard, jersey, skates, etc.

Be on time when turning your gear in at end of season

Here are some tips for washing equipment:

- Wash all equipment other than helmet in front load washer
- Use min amount of detergent and warm/cold settings

- Hang equipment to dry. You can tumble dry socks

- Do not put in bag until completely dry

Rental equipment consists of the following items only:
Helmet, hockey gloves, elbow pads, shoulder pads, shin pads,
hockey pants, socks, jersey, skates and hockey stick.
